In last weeks issue of the Cituen page 1. the recreation director
Jack Hulsart stated that because of criticism by John Nofed all
purchasing ot recreation equipment is being made on bid this year
and Councilman Schultz was quoted that 'this only added to the cost
of advertising to the purchase puce

Are these two. individuals implying that they ar*> completely
ignorant ot the State law and regulations as put out by Mr John
Laezza and staff o( the Division of Local Government in Trenton that
i l l local officials ate tubpct to the provisions ot these Slate
reflations gowning purchasing procedures which enmtons a
system of competitive bidding and it so when will Hulsart and
Schutli acquaint themselves with those provisions7 They have no
choice of perogative and the regulations are mandatory The fact that
this writer has to be on their backs to make them comply with state
law is all the more reason they should hang their heads in shame
because competitive bidding is for the benefit of the taxpayer and
when writ they learn this7 Anything purchased over $2 500 requires
publicly advertised competitive bidding; anything over $500 and
under $2,500 is not subject to formal competitive bid but do require
the solicitation of two or more verbal or written quotations Mr
Schultz might ask the Mayor to explain to many of our local
merchants why many purchases under $500 not requiring formal bid
are not purchased from local businessmen, but from vendors all over
the state and as far away as Florida and California

The length of legal advertising Mr Schultz refers to in the TNI by
the way tosts the city about eight to ten dollars If he is finally trying
to save taxpayers money he should inform the public he did so by the
purchase of a replacement of one booster pump at the Water Works
1/14/77 from layne Nev. York Co for $3,059 on an emergency
basis which was not publicly advertised or bid Or he could enngmen
the public on how much in engineering and advertising fees were
involved in public bids that were solicited last October for three
shallow wells at the water works that were never awarded to any of
three bidders but were cancelled after 60 days and such protect has
layed dormant since Or he could have Mr. Hulsart explain why 38
items of recreational equipment were oubliclv advertised in April
W7. #*ems«> d mvnfnm fit'am mtib tv oat* I I itfiins. and
then a total ot only 11 ot the original 38 items were awarded to two
separate vendors amounting to $1,497 on an original bid of just over
$5,000, and then all of that same recreation equipment was
purchased over the counter at Metuchen amounting to over $5,000
without benefit of public bid

Mr. Schultz should have the Mayor explain what monies were saved
on the competitive bid that was put out for carpeting the council
ctwnbtn. th* entire hallways and all rooms in city hall for which the
specs called for an expenditure of up to $10,000 just before
Christmas One bid was received from a firm from Newark but never
awarded On Jin. 3rd of this year the council meeting adjourned on a
unanimous vote to reidvertiso the b<d for carpet in this competitive
field, but in the meantime, and with no explanation ever included m
the official council minutes thereafter, the work was split and a local
police officer was given the job of carpeting the council chambers
and one room at a cost of \i 488
