Municipal Judge Joseph

Hoffman has from time to
time found the need to call in
out-of-town judges lo preside
at sessions where matters
with bar operators have

come up 1n that he has
handled professional
matters for the

disassociated from their
business with the court. Two
opinmions have been rendered
by these acting Judges that

reflecte on the

processes used by South
Amboy bar owners in
dealing with the unruly .

Acting Judge J.E Stahi,

Spotswood, heard a case
pressed by a Broadway bar
owner very diligent about
bringing troublemakers to
court
charged a Sayreville youth
with trespass, declaring the
vouth knew full well he had
veen ordered to keep off the
remises  of
Broadway. The youth had
:ntered the bar and was
charged by a young woman
at the bar with ''non-violent"
assault in trying to force his
attentions upon her. The bar
owner tol
bouncer had assisted him to
get the youth ejected. The
youth put witnesses on the
stand to tell of the bar owner
lifting his ban against the
Sayreville young man three
months before, so there was

be invoked thereby against
minority persons, to kee
them out in violation of civil
rights legislation.

Judge Casper Boehm,
South River, went apoint
further on the uyse of
councers. There was an
outbreak of mob fighting at a
night club on a late February
night and the manager
called in police Arriving at
the scene, police found all
kinds of fights going on. with
no way of knowing who of the
battlers were bouncers and
who were drunken brawlers
An officer had to use his
night stick to beat across the
head a bouncdr who did not
recognize him as an officer
and was beating him up. The
bouncer had to hospitalized
from his hurts, but so did the
officer and the three other
officers who had tried to
control the mob. It had been
necessary to call in
Sayreville police and state
police to save the situation.

Judge Boehm found the

lice had been the only
egal authority handling the
situation and they did rightly
in  calling in  more
assistance. Judge Boehm
fined the bouncer for
assault, even egraming the
man had acted from good
motives in volunteering to
help the management out in
a desperate situation.

The rulings by Judge Stahl
and Jud%e Boehm were,
admittedly, only opinions
rendered in specific cases:
they did not establish law in
South Amboy or outlaw the
use of lists of troublemakers
to be barred or the hiring of
physically powerful young
men to suppress brawlers
and disoidesly persons
