To Replace All
Sewers Expected

Fred Kurtz, cily engineer,
informed the Council
Monday South Amboy could
expect to get a sewers
improvement grant from the
fecﬁrrai government in the
millions that would allow the
entire replacement of the
age-worn and eroded piping
in the streets throughout the
city with mew mains. He
reported the Council could
expect 75 per cent of the total
cost to come from federal
funds with the state
contributing 8 per ceat,
leaving only 17 per cent to be
born br the municipality and
possibly the county.
