A Youth Day Mayor and
Council, coupled with Youth
appointive officials in
municipal affairs, came up
with answers Monday about

The Youth Council had
oefore them an ordinance to
establish a Youth Center,
introduced in mid-May and
up for final action The
Youth Council adopted it on
second reading, then threw it
open for public hearing for
spectators from Hoffman
and St Marys Marty Carey
sounded a critical note He
reminded Mayor J Thomas
Cross ami the councilman
present thai the move for a
Youth Center presupposed
there was a single block of
teenage youth in the city
committed to the idea Carey
had the view there was no
such unity in the ranks of
those who would use the
Center, that the teens of the
city were set in blocs of
neiahborho-Kis set apart and
sometimes feelings become
hostile This stirred the
Youth Council members to
ask where a Youth Center
would be located so that il
would meet the desires ol
diverse groups

Mayor Cross related that
the Council had been seeking
to obtain the old American
l>egion home on David St , as
a suitable structure and a
fairly central site, but had
run into difficulties Even as
to renting it The spectators
were asked as to what they
would want in « youth
center

Pool tables and pin ball
machines were mentioned
with a fee for use to help
defray costs But there was
question if this would bring
in even enoogh money to pay
the insurance needed Youth
Council President Terry
Lewandoski saw the city
paying for the total

operation the only way oui
and this struck a responsive
chord from other Youth
Council members

Fred Kurtz, city engineer,
asked the Youth contingent
how they would set up rules
on smoking, drinking, the
hours of use and supervision
One qpinion was that it
would do better if the Youth
Center was to be supervised
by a committee of 18-year
olds rather than a committee
of parents as putting the
operation more in the hands
of those in 'ouch with the
sentiments of teens A band
and disquothe atmosphere
on weekends would alter the
monotony of pool and pin
ballDlaving

Youth Mayor Jacqueline
De Joy observed the
drinking problem was linked
to the general philosophical
question as to what the
minimum age should be
Mayor Cross felt that
something a bit more than 18
might be in order, but Youth
Counc i lman Thomas
O'Leary reminded him
lifting the minimum age
limit much above 18 would
bring the liquor industry
lobby into action against a
loss of profits Several of the
spectators commented it did
not seem to make much
difference so long as
someone 18 or older could
purchase I'quor and give i to
those in their lower teens
There was even question if it
might be more realistic to
lower the drinking age to lb
But Mayor Cross reminded
them an IB or older drinking
atfe limit at least would keep
those younger out ol bars
and those who are IB or older
can be prosecuted for
contributing to the
delinquency of a minor if
caught in the act of buying
liquor for a juvenile

The Youth contingent
moved away from their own
concerns to go into, general
city matters Youth

C o u n c i l m a n f r a n k
Kuziemski took on both
R i c h a r d M u c h a n i c ,
superintendent of public
works, and Joseph K. rtelka.
water works official, on the
score of a "20 ft. fence"
being put up by the water
works. He was told it was
only 8ft and was needed to
keep out nuisance dumping
Kuziemski scorned the idea
the fence could not be
climbed over or gotten
around.

Capt James Tedesco was
queried on the need for a
continuously operating stop-
go light at Washington Ave
and Walnut St and why a
right turn on red cou'd not be
