City Schools Rate Well
In Minimum Basic Skills

Robert Bloodgood.
curriculum coordinator,
reported recently to South
Amboy Board of Education
on the minimum basic skills
ratings the district received
from the State Department
of Education for the 1977 78
school year He found the
performance satisfactory
and even exceptional at the
top level He suggested the
Board members he not
overly concerned about the
minimum basic skills report
in v*ew oi the controversy
that grips educational and
editorial outlets in the state
nver the worth of the state'.1

program
Bloodgood pointed out the

South Amboy district
evalues the minimum basic
skills report as only
partically evidential of the
working of its school
program He noted the
Stanford achievement tests
have been used by the
district on its own, even
though this test may be
supplanted by a seemingly
more incisive one Also
children are rated 0)0 in
cross reference tests as to
their progress and weight is
given to teacher views as to
what a child knows, even
beyond what is revealed by
examination.

T h e c u r r i c u l u m
coordinator noted critical
analysis had changes the
components of minimum
basic skills ratings since
I97K-77 Algebra was
adduced to be distorting in
the math evaluation, so has
ht-en eliminated But this
"softening up of the testing
lias been compensated for by
raising the acceptable
performance from W) to t>5 in
math and 65 to 70-75 in
reading Scorings are taken
at the l l th, 9th. 6th. and 3rd
grades

Such results as he found to
be the more critical were in
the 9th grade score and he
opined addition al math
courses in the Htr grade
would anticipate a need for
future yth grade stiffening
up And a new high school
reading teacher can bring
along a better standard of
performance in that
category *hrough the
secondary years

Bloodgood found the
minimum basic skills
showing in the lltU grade
evel as highly gratifying

and indicating that South
Amboy rtwlerrta do improve
as they near the terminal of
the public school years. H.(i
Hoffman High l l th graders.
71 of 79 tested in reading met
acceptable standards. 73 of
79 tested in math met
acceptable standards. He
found a signifigant fact in
the six who did not meet the
standard in math that four of
the six were transfers into
the system in their high
school years, did not have
the advantage of the
specialized work introduced
in recent years

T h e c u r r i c u l u m
coordinator found this was
pretty much the pattern all
the way through In 9th
grade, where 6« of 79
attained the desired goal in
math, It of the 21 who
finished below came into the
system from other schools
In reading 53 out of 76 were
above the cutoff, nine of the
23 to finish below it were
transfers In the fith grade,
where 62 out of rio passed and

68 out of 79 met trie math
requirement, Bloodgood
noted there ten transfers in
the 1H who missed out in
reading and four out of the 11
who missed in math were
transfers

Even to the 3rd grade the
pattern held, Bloodgood
pointed out Where 62 out of
HI passed the reading test
well, 11 of those in the 19 who
missed were transfers. In
math 64 out of 81 got by with
flying colors Of the 17 who
missed, there were 11
transfers in Bloodgood
pointed out that a problem
for city children was more
an inability to transfer large
.lumbers in computations
than just the mechanical
processes of t he math uses

There were factors that
influenced results, he found
Whatever disappointments
there might be in the 6th
grade figures, .n his opinion
he found it to be in
absenteeism He observed
the 7th grade was "in much
better shape... As for the
transfers poor showing.
Bloodgood did not want this
to be made a reflection on
other schools districts, amny
having bilingual problems in
teaching and having Urge
numbers of poverty level
children from inner city
housing He did not regard
their shortcomings as
fundamental to such
children, was totaiJy
confident the induced
programs that had worked
well for children born and
bred in this city would
eventually work the
newcomers out of their
difficulties

Another innovation from
which much can be
expected, in Bloodgood s
opinion, is the pre-first grade
screening to be innovated
this year The 9th graders
should profit by the Cherry
Hill reading program and all
teachers wil l have
workshops on the inlractes of
that undertaking There will
be added math supplements
for grades 7-12 and an
English grammar guide in
grades t-6
