Parents who were
alarmed that instruction m
art would either go out of the
window or be greatly
restricted by a building
program that would blunt
the facility for art can now

Bngiani produced three
maps which he had f'tt

Hrigiani then pointed out the
maps had been given out
from City Hall, so were
authentic documents (if
official credibility, so his
client had been suhjin'ted to
police action in an are;i
where m> public road o;
