The one set of complaints
charged creating i
disturbance while under the
influence of hiquor. loitering,
failure to give a good
account of himself. assault
(two counts) on a police
officer while in possession of
a weapon, resisting arrest,
possession of a dangerous
weapon, a kmfe, attempting
to escape, assault on a police
officer 1two counts» after the
dangerous weapon had been
taken from him A second set
of charges invalved
commiting a disturbance vat
South Amboy Hospitai
while under the influence of
hquor, attempt to escape.
assault on police officers +2
counts: attempt o lay hands
on a police officer's gun

The incident developed
when Housman. Cheeseman

and Ptl Roy Dragotta went |
to the railroad bridge on a .

report of fighting there
Cheeseman, on the scene
first. noticed the man. now
Jdrinking beer. were the
same tric who had taken
flight from himself and the
two other officers a short
time before on Broadway
He 1instructed the men to
leave the area .

Then he saw one man down
under the bridge The man
ran away as the officer
approached Housman and
Dragotta were now at the
scene and also told all the
men to leave the area and
stop fighting. Housman
came down (o check the man
running out under the
bridge The man. seen to be
Martin, was stopped and
instructed by Housman to

lace both hands on the

ridge ironwork Martin
refused and it produced the
first scuffle, Martin
punching and kicking at the
officers until they pinned
him to the ground They
handcuffed him but Martin
still put up a fuiious fight
until forced into the police
car.

Once at the driveway to
police headquarters,
Housman opened the back
door of the police car Lo get
Martin out. But the arrested
man pushed out and made a
bolt away from his captors.
They pursued and tackled
him in the middle of
Broadway Martin's head
hitting the pavermnent he went
down, still kicking and
punching. He tried to grab
away Cheeseman's pistol
from its holster before he
was finally subdued His
knife was taken from him.

The officers then took
Martin to the Hospital. The
man was still resis®ant,
became loud and abusive to
the attending nurse. The
doctor aroused him even
more and his struggling with
tne officers became so
violent, the doctor found it of
no avail to try to treat the
man. Back in the police car,
he became so totally
belligerent and
uncontrollable. The officers
decided he could only be
jailed until his grenzy wore
off enough for him to be
aided.
