ve where the "ail line
passes that highway in Old
Bridge She pointed out that
the Howard bil l, passed in
Congress last week, allots
funds to New Jersey for
mass transit out of which
service for commutors from
Old Bridge and Sayrevttle
over the Camden k Amboy
could be restored

Passenger runs on the
Camden & Amboy ended 15
years ago and the railroad
has been just a freight line
since then It is ful ly
electrified and could tie in
readily with the North
Jersey Coast line at the
former South Amboy
Junction site just before the
entrance to the Kancan
River Railroad trestle there
is enough open area near the
Bordentown Ave rai l
crossing in Old Bridge that
could be condemned for a
park -and-ride lot

The Department of
T r a n s p o r t a t i o n has
proeected that continuance
of handling Sayreville and
Old Bridge commutors
through South Amboy
station will require a 920-
spaces parking lot for
commutlrs near that station
by 1983 Diverting these
commutors to the Camden &
Amboy would r id the
business district of the city
from this impending jam of
out-of-town commutors cars.
