People in South Amboy are
having to drink water with
fluoride in it whether they
want to or not because the
city buys water from Perth
Amboy. John Norek. a
spectator. charged at
Tuesday's Council meeting
He said that in towns with
their own water supply,
there is a public hearing and
then a referendum of
infusing the chemical into
water before the water is
fluoridated Fluoride is
infused into drinking water
because it is a known
preventive of '.loth decay
particularly in children Hut
scientists are widely split in
the opinior as to whether the
element could be
carcinogenous •cancer
causing: The N .' State
I>ept of Health does noi
oppose its use in drinking
water

Mayor J Thomas .Cross
told Norek his call for
restoring the city's own
water plant that the fluorrde
issue could be dectdeii
independently in South
Amboy could not be met at
this time The mayor said
two shallow wells had been
sunk and could bring in no
more than 500,000 gallons of
water per day and the nty
consumes 1 million gallons
per day He reported
extensive restoration work"
had gone on thi.s year at the
water plant under a plan
submitted by Fred Kurt7.
city engineer, but Kurtz
schedule does uot call for the
plant to be an independent
source of supply for two
years y< t The mayor
affirmed the city roust
continue to rely on the
contract with Perth Amboy
which has four years to r jn
yet

Councilman Kichard

The first snrwfi,ll '4 the season can be a lovely sight. Your
Heart Association warns that it also uwi V u danger to the
man who rushes at it with a shovel' Kach fall as the first
clouds that signal snow march across the sky. reports follow
of people shoveling snow who become heart attack victims

The Heart Association's warning against overexertion is
aimed at all middle-aged men, but it particularly applies to
those who have a history ol heart disease These men
shouldn't touch a shovel until they have their doctor's
approval. Even men who have shown n . symptoms of heart
disease should proceed with cautioM when shoveling show
They should take frequent rest periods and should quit as
soon as they feel tired

Clearing the walks and driveway can be strenuous
exercise Men not accustomer to regular physical activity
easily can overdo. A snowflake looks light as a feather, but it
isn't The wetter the snow, the heavier it is and a full shovel of
new snow is surprisingly like the weight of a scoop of coal

Shoveling snow is an unscheduled exertion And the fact
that many shovelers dress improperly compounds he
problem Some men wear loo little knowing their bodies iwjl
heat up from the work They may become chilled, however,
and invite trouble as their tiring bodies struggle to complete
the snow-clearing job Others overdress and add
unnecessarily to the weight their bodies must lift with each
stroke of the shovel

Snow shoveling can be beneficial to men in reasonably
good health The fresh air and exercise, properly paced, are
good for them But before the first flakes fly, the overweight
and QUI of sJtiaped..man who gets .little exercise needs his
doctors approval to participate in the annual snow rites or

The law also established a

The nei effect of capital
gainst changes is to reduce
to 2H per cent from the
current -lit per cent the
maximum possible tax on
gains from I he sale :<( stocks,
real estate or other tangible
personal property

With regard lo the sale of a
home, an individual who had
attained age t>f> could elet I to
exclude froi'i gross income,
on a one time twsis. the
entire gain realized on the
sale of his or her principal
residence if the adjusted sale
price was $:if),(XXt or less
That basically what the old
law provided

The new law provides that
an individual who has
attained age f>S may exclude
from gross income, on a one
time basis, up to $l(>O.IMXi of
gam from the sale of a
principal residence

The individual must have
owned and occupied the
prmicpal residence fo; three
out of the five years that
precede the sale i A
transitional rule is provided
for individuals who would
have fx*en eligible under the
prior law's five-out of-eight
y e a r r e s i d e n t - y
requirement •

Under the new law, there
is only one lifetime election
allowed with respect to
married individuals The
election may be made with
respect to a sale of a
personal residence after
.July 26, 1̂ 78

In addition, any capital
gain realized on the sale of a
taxpayer 's p r inc ipa l
residence after July 26. 1978
will no longer be considered
an item of tax preference for
the minimum tax on ta*
preferences

Any taxpayer, regardless
of age. may still use the
provision which allows a
capital gain from the sale of
a per-.onal residence to go
untaxed to the extent the
taxpayer reinvests in a new
principal residence within a
period beginning 18 months
before and ending 18 months
after the sale
