Municipal Judge
Joseph C Hoffman was
faced with a dmket of %
cases Of special note in
those proceedings were ones
which involved violations of
municipal ordinances ihi i
have noon a matter of
agitation in Council sessions

Misuse of the landfill for
the dumping of garbage by
those neglecting the regular
collections or not willing to
pay for private collection for
things the city's contractor
is not obligated to take came
up Det Thomas Noble
charged a city man. Marc W
Sullivan. Nov ]f> wtth
dumping a full load of
garbage on the landfill
Sullivan pled guilty and had
to pay a fine of $100 and $25
costs

Alleged disturbance of (he
peace and 'lie commit ing of
nuisances by persons
coming from the Colonel's
Garter night club at closing
time have long been a
matter of agitation among
residents in the nearby area
Joseph Onculski. a Catherine
St resident, has led this
agitation before the Council
and did submit a petition to
the Council demanding all
parking be banned except
for those resident in the
area One of those
concerned, Robert Orlowski.
M6 Leffer S*... signed
complaint Dec 16 against
Alan J Aifllo. Iseltn.
charging Aieltn with both
trespassing and pursuing
Orlowski into his home in the
making of threats Aiello
admitted he had been
drinking at the night spot,
but denied he was so
inebriated that he would
recklessly chase a man into
his home with threats Judge
Hoffman believed him and
found him not guilty FHit
Aiello admitted he did climb
a fence on the Orlowski
property to get to his car
Judge Hoffman found this
inaamitable and tevied a
fine of $100 and $25 costs

Two who identified
themselves as "'boy friend"
an&\ "'girl fr iend" both
sHHered the penalty in city
ordinances Ptl William
Cheeseman charged Donna
Werner. 384 Highland St ,
with allowing a large
German shepherd dog to run
at large. The officer said
complaints came into police
from nearby residents over
the dog Miss Werner
protested there were five
German shepherds tnai ran
at large in the area, so the
officer was mistaken as her
dog had been kept inside that
day, Dec. w» Hut the officer
testified he saw the dog in
the street go back into the
Werner premises and be
taken in Judge Hoffman
reminded Miss Werner he
had fined her father for the
same offense with the dog a
short while before, so this
time the penalty would be
heavier. She was fined $100
and |26 costs and was told by
the court one more offense
would result in the dob being
.inpounded

Michael Bernardt. 347
David St., was charged Sept
21 by Ptl Stephen Pavich
with having left an
abandoned cr disabled
vehicle on Highland St near
the Werner residence for
over 48 hours Bernardt
admitted the vehicle had
been towed from Freehold to
the spot in a disabled
condition but denied it had
been there more than a day
and a half Miss Werner
supported his contention of
bernardt and she
acknowledged under
questioning by Prosecutor
Thomas Down IV that
Bernardt was her "boy
friend" The officer

Pal Moran. and
written on a matchbox
cover Miss Mor.in told the
court she did see the driver
stop long enough for a girl
riding with him to get oil1

with a six pack of h««w ;wm
hide it under a car only to
have second thoughts and
bring it back in the car

Gurdmak identified the
girl riding with him as his
sister, a Mrs Perry, and
they both testRfied they did
stop, spoke with the boy to
determine if he was injured
and offered to take him to a
doctor He refused, they
said, but he was given
Gurdinak's name and phone
number Prosecutor Downs
drew admission from them
that they did not call police
and that hiding the beer was
a precaution on trpir part
against th epolice finding it
in the car

However, it was stressed
the report on them was
based on the taking down of
the license by Mrs Moran as
they were going away and
that she was not in a position
to see if they had stopped or
not Judge Hoffman said he
was ready to accept the
credibility of Gurdinak and
sister and found the Parhn
man not guilty The court
observed the leaving scene
of accident county was an
improper one. that, it
anything, the (iurdinak's
could have been charged
with not reporting an
accident Dennis Hnag.
Princeton, defense counsel
stressed this

Educational services have
reached their highest levels
in the state's nearly 200
year old prison system
under the current Garden
State School District
iGSSD'. a Hutgers
I ' n i v e r s i t y d o c t o r a l
candidate ha.s tound

He contends, however.
that over the years
educational progress in New
Jersey's prisons has been a
very slow and erratic
process, requiring strong
citizens upport and even a
stormy Thanksgiving Day
i lot to generate public
concern and action

And, despite the general
acceptance of a more
enlightened approach to
correctional education,
evidenced by increased state
and federal funding, then- is
no available data on what
effect if any the state's
prison education! rpngnms
have had on the prisoners
recidivism rate or (heir
rehabilitation

These art- some ol the
basic findings by Alan
Gregory Norcolt of
Lawrence, ille. a student at
the Rutgers Graduate School
of Kducatio . whi snearmg
compeltion of his doctoral
dissertation entitled "A
Documentation and Analysis
of the Historical
Development of Educational
Programs in the Prisons of
N e w J e r s e y

The work, based on
Norcotfs original research
in an arira in which he claims
there is a ' dearth of
s p e c i f i c a l l y r e l a t e d
literature."" is probably the
first atle;::;1 >o review and
anlyze the development of
correctional education in the
Garden State

Norc(<«t. a former
T program evaluator and

developera for the Iti-umt
GSSD. which was created by
the State Legislature in 1972
to serve the educational
needs of the slate's
a p p r o x i m a t e l y li.SOO
incarcerated inmates,
traces the development of
prison education from the
erection of the first state
prison in Trenton in 17BK

Focusing on three periods.
17WHH39, 1840-1928 and 14*29
1976. he describes in fine
detail the growth and
changes in New Jersey's
penal system and the
concepts. individuals,
societies and legislative
committees which played
the leading roles in that
development

Reflecting, obviously, the
social, political and. in the
earliest period, the religious
temper of the times, the
philosophy underlying
incarceration varied Jrom
period to period

In the post ('olonial period,
when Trenton State Prison
was constructed, religious
themes dominated the
activities of the prison Irorn
the first, says Norcott

Here the influence of thr
Quakers, who lell strongly
trust prisoner*, should I*1

penitent for their crimes
held su ay

The Quakers power.
\orcot l he'teves was
responsible lor the
inscription thai was placed
over the prison's d<n<r l!
read, ifi part. I.,thru
Silence and Penitence
measures deemed mvessary
(or the salvation of the
inmates

This early period ; I IMI
witnessed th/1 first ol a long
succession of legislative
rHorm committees and
individual societies which
promoted Scripture readings
and religious preaching to
tnmales tn a shit! front
penitence to improving the
prisoners moral character
and behavior

The period (rom Ihe IH-<OS
to th*' late 1920s was marked
by a series of legislative
actions that laid the
groundwork lor future
educational programs HI the
Stat«' Prison system

During those years the
firsf prison library was
established in 1H42 the first
paid teacher a clergyman

was hired as a "moral
instructor " in 1848. and the
first night school was started
• n IH87

At Ihe turn of the century
*^nd shortly thereafter a
prison chape! was erected
providing more space lor
instruction, the library's
book collection rost' to 'j.«i:V2
volumes and a prison SCIUHII
hoard and school sy* (em was
formed.

These developments
tM'came part of a growing
new concept in ihv operation
of state prisons the trend
toward rehabilitation of the
inmate, in which education
would be a principal
ingredient.

'By 1929. ' Norcott writes,
"the concept ol
rehabilitation began to be
seen rather clearly in New
Jersey prisons Trade,
literacy and elementary
education programs were
conducted As decades
passed, more academic
programs were added as
well as additional library
services and counseling
programs "

The l a m through the iate
1950s, though marked by the
(ireat Depression, high
crime rates and a world war.
were rather dormant years
in correctional education,
according to Norcott But.
this would change m the iate
sixties

A mounting -innate
population. in Ihe
meanwhile, caused in 194K
Ihe conversion of a
reformalor in Kahway to the
state's second prison

tn 1967. a third prison,
containing a school wing,
was erected in l/cesburfc A
year later the first
vocal loital education
programs in Ihe state prison
system were offered a I
Kahway And. in 1972
recipilaled by a violent
Thanksgiving Day not al
Kahway prison the GSSD
came into existence, in
response lo prisoners'
demands

This new1 school distncl
was late in corning In fact,
reviewing tin1 m-ord, the
n'searcher characterized
the history of correctional
education in Ihe slate as
• e r r a t i c . g r a d u a l l y
e v o l u t i o n a r y . ( a i r l y
neglected and historically
understaffed

Norcotl attributes these
shortcomings !•> Hie very
nature ol (he institution
Prisons traditionally have

tow societal priority and
this holds irue tor
correctional education as
well, he contends

Once on (lie scene,
however, the GSSD. Ihe sixty
in the nation <<>r
administering a ti i . i l
slruc'ured educational
systei.i (or imrpisoncd
cnt:..nals provided ihe
greatest <|uauhly <>l
educational programs and
services ever offered to
New Jersey's inmates
\orcolt says

This came abiwi as the
result ot sweeping changes
m the si,tie's prison
education! system in which
but h tile execul i\ r and
legislative bunches nl state
go; eminent play ed \ i la I
parts

I'unding according lo the
researcher, soared troin
approximately $22."im in
t9ftH (or Ihe three irpsons to

by an atnple iiifiision 'it
ledei al dollars

I n a d d i I i o n
administrative and leaching
(xTsonnel more ihan tripled
lo <H persons HI late l*t?i>
i (impaired to what it was
belore the district was
lormed. and inmate
enrollmenl in educational
programs rose significantly

Increases in funds,
liersonnel and inmate
enrollment have been
reflected in the follow ing
accomplishments

Some 4.11011 inmates have
enrolled in courses since
.197:1. and 49 7 percent ol
them have earned high
sc hool eij ii i v a I e nc y
diplomas

The vocational education
progratn has resulted in
more than fiO percent ol I he
enrolled inmates earning
graduate eertlticales

The iirst post secondary
school program l«>r
prisoners in lh,e country hi-
been instituted. e*>ab! .
inmates lo earn asM* i..
and bachelor degrees

An active .-l>
development amt placement
program has been i>rg;jni/eo"
lo aid inmates gain
« mpioytnenl on release from
confinement

Bui despite GSSD's
successes. there are
shortcomings « hich NorcnU
says should lie corrected

The school <Jislrui. like the
previous prison educational
systems, lacks appropriate
research, analysis and
documentation on Ihe
elfect iveness ol its
programs

For example. ' be says.
"there is no hard evidence

I torn av< liable data one
way or the other thai
educational programs have
reduced the recidivism rale
or helped the inmate to Imd a
productive place in society
