Accomplice to Holdup Man
Held in Pulaski Robbery

A complaint alleging
conspiracy and ahetting the
movements o, pPeams O
Newman., Margate, in the
holdup attempt at Pulaski
Savings & Loan. Washington
Rd . May 22 has been filed by
D¢t Steven Malk®wicz
agamst Kenneth R Francis.
Lakewood ity pohce have
information indicating that
Francis drove Newmar into
South Amboy the day of the
holdup attempt and had
arranged to gick up Newman
al a time and rlace gauged
to fit with the attempt on the
bank

Francis s held
$100.000 bail in Monmouth
County for alleged
complicity with Newman in
robberies at the Midlantic
N:twnal  Bank branch in
Howell Township May 11 and
Manalapan branch of that
bank Aprit 30 Police have
implicating evidence in the
Manalapan robbery. Francis
wias picked up by Howell
Townshup  police May 24
There was $2.393 taken from
the bank i Howell and $4.600
trom the bank 1in Manalapan
Newmian had $10.034 10 the
bag  supphed  him -at the
Pulask holdup, the bay that
the bank had lined wi'h the
chenneal agitator that view
oft with a telltale cloud of
smoke’ shortly after he left
the  bank  Ptl James
Holovacke and Pt Kenneth
Nvarto, coming on the
seene, could know by this
that  Newman  was  the
perpetrator ot the robbery
The chenueal content in the

Newman and Francis are
tight-lipped and retusing to
talk. Superior Court Judge
John E. Bachman put
Newman under $100,000 bail
for the Pulaski incident May
23. but Middlesex and
Monmouth County
authorities have further
mquiry to make of him.
There was a $16,000 holdup
al a Brunswick Bank and
Trust Co. branch in
Manalapan April 16 by an
unarmed bandit who worked
his ruse with a threatening
note to a teller. then escaped
by foot to be apparently
picked up by an accomplice
at some place, possibly over
the county line nearby

The Howell robbery, about
which Newman is resistant
to speak. was worked by a
masked bandit handing inye
note that he was armed with
a bomb and that the bank
building had been “mined™
with two other bombs that
would go off on a timed
schedule unless the robber
freely made his getaway.
‘Then a phone call would tell
where the bombs were
located This was identical
with Newman's moves at
Pulaski Savings. so the
parallel, in police opinion,
ties him to the Howell “'job"
aespite his aversion to
speaking of it. And the
procedure only varied at
Manalapan with an advisory
phone call being made at the
start of the holdup, warning

Dems Hold Tight
But GOP Wide
Opta In
Local Primary

This ia an “off”" year in
South Amboy politically in
that no major offices are up
for voting in the imgending
June 5 primary. The only
local places open on the
ballot are for choices for
members of the county
executive committee of the
Democratic and Republican
parties.

I' would appear the 1979
primary would be pretty
much of a routine thing
accordingly. It is in so far as
the Democrats are
concerned for they have filed
a full slate of party-endorsed
choices - from county
committeemen and countyc
ommitteewomen with only
one change from their list of
last year.

But on the Republican side
there is a situation that spurs
interest in what would be
otherwise a run-of-the-mill
primary. That party did not
fi's to have put cn the ballot
a single nominee, with male
or female, for the county
executive committee. The
republicans slates are wide
open and anybody qualifying
can write in names in all ten
districts Any group could
ban together to take control
of the party in the city by
lining up enough write-in
