AUTO LOT OPERATORS PROTEST
TERMS OF REGULATING ORDINANCE

Protest against impending
achon by Fred Kurtz, city
code  enforcement  officer.
against violators of the
ordinance adopted 1n March
against the holding 1n open
areas of cars for repair orin
a damaged or dismantled
state was carried to the
Council Monday by a
del:gation of men in the used
car or aute repair and
wrecking business. Harold
‘Hed) Murphy. proprietor,
of the CITGO statior at
Washington Rd and Main St
was spokesman for the
group Daniel Navarro. Fred
Buckalew and Geant's
Service were represented

Murphy pointed to an “a”
section of the ordinance as
objectionable n that 1t
prohibtts the holding of more
than ten cars at a time for

sales or repair in open
exhibit and hars the holding
of any  damaged or

dismantled auto at all except
on a lot enclosed by a fence.
Murphy said he was aware
Kurtz was soon o serve
complaint against him for
having autos parked out on a
sidewalk area and for not
having & fence enclosing the
area he uses for his business

The used car man noted
that he needed an inventory
of at least 20 cars to make his
business a continued and

profitable operation He
reported he had been 1n
business 27 vears at the

same spot If forced to erect
a fence, Murphy noted his
area for storing cars would
podown toonly six spaces, in
that he would have to store
them behind the fence
straghtaway rather then
taced out to the curb. As to
his cars running over the
sidewalk area.. Murphy
imsisted not more than two
persons a month passed his
lot on the Main St side. that
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emplovess for a factory next
door dishursed 1n other
directhions He asserted he
had only one neighbor
complant about his lot in all
the years he had been In
business.

Council President Robert
Noble told him that
regardiess of ti.e usage of a
sidewalk area, such an area
i1s set aside in state road
requirements designed for
main thoroughfares and
Main SL.. was such a road.
And that Kurlz had to
enforce the ruling against
encroachments on sidewalk
areas even more than
applying the c.tv ordinance
requiring a fence around a
used car sales or dismantled
autolot.

Murphy argued the fence
provision was an especially
unwise one o apply against
a car lot located at or near a
street intersection. He
pointed out a motorist
cannot see what the traffic
siluation is on the street
toward which that a notation
by Clark Convery, cily
attorney, that the ordinance
had been changed to allow
for a meshed cyclone fence
made any difference.

The auto man found the
ordinance in conflict with
what has to be done on the
impounding and storing of
cars seemingly abandoned
on city streets for more than
48 hours. He noted there is a
$50 towing charge that
somebody has to pay within
30 days And who 1s to pay
