the police car ran out of it
early this month and could
not get /mother Allotment.
The police, accordingly, had
to watch for other dealer*
getting some in an get in the
forefront of any line to get
their police cars filled thai
patpols are not cut off and
the. public safety
endangered. But the regular
gas customers, with new
can that also need the
unleaded fuel chafe at the
sight of this performance
and it does not help the
police desire for good public
relations.

The first aid squad is
spared some of this as they
get helped at pumps on the
Garden State Parkway in
recognition by the N J
Highway Authority of the
need of first aid squads to be
available for accident and
disaster situations. But the
squadmen wilt be called in
for the meeting with local
gasoline suppliers none the
less

Nicholas Smolney,
business administrator,
noted that the only attempt
to get gasoline for the
working vehicles of the city
is for road department rucks
and water and sewer
department vehicles The
status of officials like
inspectors will be gone into
at the coming meeting But
Smotney aid otherwise city
employees are on their own
getting gasoline with which
to get to work or run small
errands. The governing body
and City Clerk Natalie
Brennan declare they have
no intent of using their
official status to get them
anything different from
what the regular citizens of
the city go through in the gas
lines, that they would not
want any preferment

City Treasurer John Kuhn
points out there is that about
the gas woe aside element
plus Smolney and himself in
a difficult position in
administering a municipal
budget The city's need of
gasoline cannot be settled by
a price-fixing or premium
limiting contract, it has to be
arranged on a need basis for
whatever price prevails But
when the stat orders the
municipality to confine itself
to a 5 per cent ?aps on
increasing appropriations
and an unanticipated 50 per
cent increase in the price of
gasoline develops, the status
of budgetary accounts
against which the gasoline is
one item of expense of
operations becomes almost
doomed to exceed the 5 per
cent limit. The state is said
to be ready to face up to the
reality of the situation and
approve emergency
resolutions or whatever
other financing recourse will
measure up to these
conditions. The taxpayer
will bear the brunt in
budgets to c

this newspaper. Among
others, new parttime poets of
assistant treasurer and
welfare director are created

The Council confirmed
entering into a new lease for
two years with the South
Amboy Boat Gub as of Apr
1. 1979 It differs from an
original lease only in the
voidance of a clause which
exempts city residents from
payment of a fee for use of
the club's launching ramp
The club is located on land
leased from the city George
Reick, a club official,
explained at the Council
meeting the imposition of a
125 season fee on city
residents was found
necessary because the club
has had to assume a $49,000
obligation for di edging and
other site work that a
channel can be kept open for
boat owners, whether
members of the club or non
members paying the fee.
Reick noted it is hoped the
fee will raise 19,000 towards
easing the club's debtor
obligation He felt those who
objected to the fee at a prior
Council meeting has
apparently spoken in th*
misapprehension
imposing the fee
profit making /aise
part of the club.

Reick detailed the many
benevolent contribut ions
made by the club to local
causes, including the
"Christmas in July" event
for city children. He noted
city units like the police and
firemen have free use of the
club for meetings and the
club has even granted its
accomodations to bereaved
families for gatherings after
a funeral Councilman
O'Brien, a charter member,
estimated the club had
expended $500,000 for harbor
work in the 24 years of its
existence It was also
pointed out by Heick that
Charles Ludwig had twice
rebuilt at the club's instance
the dirt extension of George
St., providing entrance not
only to the club nut also to
the landfill bail fields He
suggested the city made the
road hard surfaced
C o u n c i l m a n Noble
commented this had been
discussed but it had been
rejected in the v»ew a hard
surfaced road there would
become a drag racing center
for excesively sportive
youths from the city and
places roundabout. And that
it would occasion noise and
safety hazard for residents
of Lower George St

The sludge ba rge was
eventually hauled out by a
U.S. Coast Guard cutter The
hauling out of the sludge was
undertaken despite the HO
day old strike by United

Shoremens Association,
Local 333 AKL-C1O to whom
the activity presumably is
regarded as potential strike-
breaking The hauling was
ordered by the Department
of Environmental Protection
after Frederick Kurtz,
chairman of the Authority,
gave warning that an
overflow from no dumping of
the excess at the Authority's
sludge basin would bring
enforced emptying of the
fecal matter into the waters

Mayor Sees JCP&L
High Tension
line Put Over

RR Tracks
Jersey Central Power and

Light is coming 'around to
our way of thinking", this
was the opinion of Mayor J
Thomas Cross in a report to
the Council Tuesday on the
utility's plan to extend a high
overhead line from its South
Amboy generating station
for a power ' ineup for
Conrail where the extending
of electrification from South
Amboy to Matawan starts

In their original approach,
JCP&L officials had wanted
to use an existing high
overhead line that runs
across the city owned
landfill to the terminal point
of wxi:ong electrified rail
overhead fines from South
Amboy to a Public Service
pickup point across the
Karitan River Council
argued against it. holding
the stanchions and wiring
are a blight on the
appearance of the landfill
and a deterrent to an
industry or developer who
would wish to make
something of the city's
acres The councilmen
argued the stanchions art
already tn existence to hold
the electr i f ied wires for
trains coming into South
Amboy. so no costly new
construe! ton would be
involved

H o w e v e r , J C P & L
engineers felt the deli rage
of the added voltage**acni&s
the landfill would be frees of
elect n field problems

The mayor also expressed
optomism that the
difficulties of Jersev Central
Power and Light with its
nuclear operations at Oyster
Creek would .bring two idle
generators at South Amboy
generating plant hack into
operation with resultant
increase in the gross ret-eips
tax paid to the city, as
miscellaneous revenues to
be anticipated in the hudget
to cut down direct tax needs
