by James Tustinr attorney

Convery noted that, by the
wording of the statute
appeal to the Council came
after the granting of a
variance by the zoning
board He found the
termination granting
important, that it conveyed

the meeting that the appeal
to the Council was a remedy
provided for objectors to a
use variance granted by the
zoning board and they could
only obtain such hearing by
applying for it within days

Ralph Mitchell of Bulgers I niversiiv is
working with the Seeing Kye, ln<\, of Morristown to find a
way to reduce the frequency of a crippling disease culled
canine hip dyftplasi* which could keep puppies like this one
from becoming successful guide dogs for the blind.

Some of the most
important work that goes
into making a dog an
effective guide for a blind
person is done long before
the dog is even born,
according to Kalph Mitchell,
a scientist at Kutgers
I niversily

The work in question is
breeding research aimed
largely at the prevention of a
painful, crippling condition
that could make useless even
the most carefullv trained
guide dog

The condition is canine hip
dysplasia. which is found in
all types of dogs except the
greyhound and can be
serious enough to make it
necessary to destroy an
animal suffering from it.
saidDr Mitchell

He is a resident ol 14
Packard Road» Kast
Brunswick who is chairman
of the department of animal
sciences at the State
University's Cook footage

Although the breeding
research also concerns itself
wi th improv ing a dogs
temperament, conformation
and life span, hip dysplasia
is a major objective of the
work, he said

'Normal ly, in a hip joint,
there is a marriage between
the leg bone and the pelvic
arch where the ball of the leg
bone fits snugly into* th*
socket, giving both n
and the ability to move,
said Dr Mitchell

In instances ol hip
dysplasia there is a
relaxation of this area and
the ball starts to move out of
the socket

"When this happens the
bones begin to rub against
each other and gradually
erode Walking become*
more difficult and painful,
and if severe enough, the dog
is eventually reduced t >
pulling U M I J along b> its
front legs," he said

There is as yet no cure tor
the condition other than an
expensive operation, so the
only practical way to deal
with hip dysplasia is to try to
prevent it, which is where
Dr Mitchells research is
centering its efforts

His w i r k is sponsored in
part of the Seeing Kye. Int .
of Mor r is town. the
philanthropic organization
which concentrates its
efforts in the breeding,
training pmd supplying of
guide dogs for hhnri persons,
ami involves extensive use ol
Seeing Kye records

Cooperation bet wren
Kutgers and the Seeing Kye
dates to 194fc in a vanelv ol
projects, with l)r Mitchell's
work having started in W2

His first task was the
examination of the Seemi.'
Kve's data acrumulated mi
several thousand do^s over
the years and or {am/tug the
information so it could he
analyzed by a computer

"We studied the
inheri tance patterns u|
canine hip dysplasia and all
the temperament t ra i ls
looking for associations of
these t ra i ts wi th each
other." he said

We found that the pattern
of hip dysplasia inheritance
involves many genes and is a
complex pattern One of the
ways of dealing with this is a
tighter control over
breeding." he s i id

Breeding against hi
dysplasia had been in
practice at the Seeing Kye
before Dr Mitchell began
his work. but their
procedures were modiiied -d
this request
