Tustin Voids Piscatelli Call

Denied hearing on an
appeal by the Council in
June, Andrew Piscatelli,
attorne for Agnes
Piscatelli, proprietor of the
California Motel, Rt 35,
seeking a viiiance to add a
second floor of 18 rooms to
the atructure, took the case
back to the South Amboy
Zoning Board of Adjustment
July 11. In a memorandum
of law, he cited to the zoners
that their vote of May 9 on
the variance was an
improper tally and he called
on that body for a recount
with all members present
who had heard the total

resenlations of the issue

rom Dec. 13to Apr 11

Piscatelli pointed out the
vote May 9 on granting the
variance was four ‘‘yeas’
two abstaining and one
"“no’ He noted one member
(‘:alified to vote was absent
that meeting and had this
man been present and voting
‘yes ', the variance could
have gotten the lotal five
“yes'' votes needed to Ccarry
it. He contended the zone
board had no right to put the
roli call on the issue over one
month Apr 11 after the final
argumentation:, risking the
chance of non-attendance
May 9 of members needed to
make ap a number of vole:

denial of right for his client.

statute or ordinance on
public record
