Clear Proposal,
H.S. On Landfill

Thomas Tice spoke oul at
Tuesday’'s South Amboy
Roard of Education meeting
for adhering to the first
option given in the Master
Plan compiled by Musial &
Gbuerra, Eiviabeth,
consultants. for building a
high school on the lxndfill
Tice noted the board was
groping for a way to get an
overall declaration of public
apinion on what to do about
adding to school facilities
He pointed out that building
4 high school on the landfill
wis o course of action the
State  Department  of
Fducation had shown in 1975
wauld be acceptable at
Trenton

Tice ohserved that option
fitted readily in the
imetable set down by the
stste for the board to come
up with something by May,
1980 He rejected the second
option. building a grammar
school on the %and ill or on
John St as something that
had no record of approval 1n
Trenton. especially in the
Apr 3 referendum. so it only
confused the 1ssue

As for the third option, a
sending-receiving relations-
hip, he feit it an allowable
alternative to building a hi
school on the landfill, but too
lacking of a definiteness in
form to be dealt with 1n any
clarits 1n the pubhc mind
He doubted a finite proposu!
could be develo in this
area by the May deadline

Tice's analysis came after
the. board had again
threshed around n
discussions on how best 10
get a show of opiion by a
majorits f the population
John Olexa. superintendent.
supplied the members with
4 memorandum on how he
felt the various recourses
could he presented Byt
Alice Kupper. a member of
the public relations
cominittee. spurned such
things as a phoming probe of
the  population  as  too
cumbersome and presenting
people  with issues before
they had a t'me to think
about ‘them And using
newspapers she found futile
as only placing the board at
