routes of New Jersey bus
companies, as well as on all
New Jersey, trains operated
by Conrail

Handicapped persons are
considered to be those under
62 vears of age who, because
INJUry. age or
other phyvsical or mental
disabilities, ar cunable 1o
use bus or rail services as
casily as others
