About New School Needs Not Easy

Mr and Mrs South
Ambaoy. it 1s planned by the
South Amboy Beard of
Education to solicit your
individual views on what
should he done about added
school faciilies 1n the city
There 15 now an excess in
numbers of pupils to seats
available in schoel huildings
existent in the cily, so that
an overflow of aboul 300 has
to be housed in a school
rented 1n Spotswood The
State Deparimen! of
Fducation has notified the
local board 1t must come up
with plans for a better
arrangement by Jan 2.

isconcerted by the fact
past referendums  on
honding 1o busld schools. and
even on volings on annuai
schoe!  budgets, hardly
draws one-Diftly of the
registered voters (o turn out
the board now contemplates
sending  return  postage

But we could approach
answers (o lhe questionnaire
more intelligently if we
could know what employers
like South Amboy Hospital,
the industriml plans in
Sayreville, the downtown
business men and toe utility
compames feel about our
graduates who seek work
with thein  Hoffman
graduates have to compete
in the tight employment
market for jobs. AnJ alter
they Fet the jobs, how do
they fare in advancement.
What new or added features
to the training in school
would the personnel
directors suggest. But it is
most unlikely the personnel
directors will talk, so their
presence is denied us.

But there is one authority
who thinks there should be
something more and better
and that is the South Amboy
Board of Education. Not in
their multi-million
referendums to build new
schools that left the voters
aghast No. it was in 1977-78
when the board had in hand
$629.000 1n a grant from the
Economic Development
Administration It did not
need any refernedums or
formalities before going
ahead with spending this
money on improvements felt
most pressing in the school
system  Plans were drawn
and ids were taken on
remaodeling the Hoffman
High building to provide a
big up-to-date vocational
education shop and home ec
center on the first floor And
the business education
rooms on the second floor
was to be expanded This
was an  admission in
Judgment by that board that
the South Amboy student
needed better facilities for
armiag him to gain place in
the job market

Alas. it did not work out
that way Intlation did the
board in and the best they
could ¢come up with for
$629.000 was an elevator, a
stairwell and some random
repairs ‘nside the building.

It would be easy if we
cogid vote for a second try on
this But the  State
Department of Education
will not allow 1t with 300 kids
from South Amboy housed in

a4 schoul rented far out of
town {from a school district
that can decide «t any ime it
