questioned if they could have
been a -flow in or .in east
wind Irom the Havshore
Regional Sewer Authority
plant in I nion Hej-Ii which
has been under lire recently
for a bad odors prohlem in
that area

O'Brien said he regretted
he could give city residents
harassed by the smells little
promise of relief for over a
month He said talks with
engineers at the plant in-
dicated the emissions of foul
air came off the sludge beds
where there has been a
massive buildup during the
days of the recent tugboat
strike, a period in which the
regular tow nigs of sludge mil
for disposal in the Atlantic
t He.in had been cut off
