would have the ability to
contract with private in
dustry to implement the
state wide plan I'nder the
Otlowski-Karcher legisla-
tion, the Authontv also

would be able to issue bonds
to finance the planning and
construction of the hazar-
dous waste disposal
facilities

Otlowski said that studies
have indicated that the
regional sewerpge facilities
now under construction or in
operation are not equipped
to handle hazardous waste

He noted that this situation
has led to illegal disposal of
hazardous waste material
that is contaminating our
water and "in many cases is
becoming a real threat to the
lives and safety of our res id
ents "

"New Jersey is a highly
industrialized state that
depends oninduslry for jobs
and economic growth. he
continued "At the same
time, its manufacturing
process results in substan-
tial amounts of hazardous
materials as by-products
At the moment neither the
private sector or gover-
nment are prepared t o cope
with the situation

"Hold action o:i a
statewide level is the onlv
approach that makes sen
se." zotlowski concluded
"The legislation Assem
hlvman Karcher and I have*
sponsored leads us in that
direction
