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Fair Share Faces Fight
In Next Legislature

Councilman Thomas
()'Brien reported at
Tuesday’'s Council meeting
that he had attended a
meetir:g of Fair Share and
was disturbed by what he
had learned. Fair Share is an
nrganization af
municipalities having public
utility generating plants
within their bounds from
which they derive gross
receipts taxes to be
anticipated as miscellaneous
revenues in their annual
budgets Fair Share s
fighting in the legislature
and n the courts moves by
municipalities not having
public utility generating
lants within their bounds to
orce a redistribution of such
gross receipts tax revenues
South Amboy Council took
out a membership in Fair
Share atr $2,500 recently
because the city derives
nearly $2 million fyrom gross
receipts taxes as
miscellaneous revenues
annually Without this
income, real estate taxes
would have to he :ncreased
in that amount.

()’'Brien disclosed he had
learned that the mayors of
the larger cities in the state
had addressedc to their
legislators appeals to vote
for bills that would ocmpel
the redistrictin% and there
are many such bills coming
up in the impending session
of the legislature, he added

()’Brien admitted that the
DIg cities representa a
preponderance of political
Enwer in the state that will
ear upon the individual
legislatol Places like
~Newark that have had large
ghettoes of minorities
develop within their inner
cities have seen the'r own
~sources of revenue shrink
awiay hecause the ghettoes
destroy assessed valuations
of the properties they
o¢cupy, vet at the same time
raise sharply the cost of
municnga government
thmu?h emands of welfare.
SOC1a services and
combating ever increasing
crime in their budgets In
desperation, they have worn
out the benefits comin
through federal and state aig

programs and grasp for

having a  atility  plant,
smoke, chemical
discharges, heavy rail, truck
and auto traffic far beyond
that created by justats local
population And other
munmicipaiities get the
advantage of the electricity
and gas generated without
the cares of service ol the
suprllymg plants

unchallenged until inflation

The cumulative effect of
Low ns

throughout the state wiu‘:n-
their bounds excited the
cupidity of the large
municipalities without them.
They argued their residents
were stuffing the revenues
going to the utility towns in
paying the higher electric
and gas rates  They
contended the increased
rates brought only an
unearned bounty to the
utility towns as no real
additon to municipality
facilities. wa< needed to k

the utility rlants going. [t
was arguea the presence of
the utility plant helped the
town 1n employment at a

time of unemployment
distress
South Amboy and the other

utihty towns faced their first
note of chalienge four years
ago when the City of Trenton
and three private taxpayers
filed a Superior Court suit
challenging the equity of the
Fross receipts tax
egislation. The courts
inclined to the view that it
was essentially a legislative,
not a judicial problem.

This changed the scene of
battle to the legislative
chambers in Trer.ton and the
Matthews -Merlino bill came
ocut on the floor to force the

ross receipts tax formula to

e redrawn that the big
cities and the non-generating
plant towns would not get
shares drawn awav from
what South Amboy and other
“plant’’ towns would get

Urges for recognition as
being in there fighting for
their city constituents led to
the presentation of many
more bills alor.g the same
lines but worded to
particularly benefit the
district that elects the
legisiator. It would take only
the passage of any one of
these bills to upset the
existing order Fai- Share
fights to keeg these bills
down for South Am»>0y and
Its other constituent town
members

(V’'Brien pledged that Fair
Share will use every
lobbying and ohitical
recourse in behaif of its
constituents and carry the
fight to the courts. He did
not feel that South Amboy
had to withdraw to avcepting
the inevitable. ~

Right now the gross
receipls taxes received by
the ity from JCP&L equals
the annual tax cost of
runming schools It cannot he
diverted te such purposes as
it makes a reserve against
which the municioal
government can float non
interest bearing borrowing.

It 15 necessary the
r.anicipal government have
a large surplus derived of
the gross recelpls tax to float
non-interest bearin
borrowing as its public bon
market rating s disturbed
by uncertainties over gross
receints tax legislation.
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
