“nature’s time'' lor planting
shade and flowering trees.
for putting in perennigl
root-type plants, {or moving
rose bushes if yvou wish,
and for doing all sorts of
other things in the yard.

Living plants during
winter periods establish raot
sy<tems for a hardy spring.

Due to the skyrocketin
cost of healing. more an
more homeowners are hiring
home improvement
contraclors 10 improve the
energy efficiency of their
homes by upgrading their

heating systems and
winterizing their homes
With this increase In

energy-related improve-
ments. the State Division of
Consumer Affairs. and
county and local consumer

offices. rt a similar
incr problems
consumers are having with

home improvement
contractors

In fact. the second most
costly consumer problem
reported to the consumer
offices, second only to
automobile-related com
plaints., concerns home
impraovement contractors.

nergy-related home im-
provements complaints have
recently increased in five
areas: insulation. energy-
saving devices. solar energy
systems, fireplace
construction and chimney
repairs

Within the past year. the
insulation industry has
grown tremendously as have
the number of complaints
against insulation
contractors

Some countractors engage
in fraudulent practices such
as taking deposits and never
returning to do the work.
informing customers of non-
existent tax incentives, and
overselhing the amount of
insulation.

Other contractors are
simply 1nexperiences and
un-
qualified. Some do not have
sufficient kniwledge of
construction techniques to
install foan insulation
properly. Wheri not properly
installed. foan insulation -
injected into exterior walls,
can be less effective and
disastrous. In one case. the
foam was sprard through
an exterior wall and into a
arage., which filled with
oam.

in other comsumer
complaint cases.
thermographs infrared

pictures of the exterior walls
- revealed that insulations
was not sprayed thoroughly
in the exterior wall cavities.
thus providing no insulating
quality whatsoever.

Before you enter into a
contract, you should
consider requesting that a
thermograpl: be laken after
the work is completed. since
thermography is the only
means to delermine if foam
insulation is  applied
thoroughly and effectively.
Very few firins offer this
expensive, but very
vajuable, service to the
consumer.

Because of the potential
problems associated with
certain insulation products

and some insulation
contractors, it is crucial lo
have a comprehensive

written guarantee on both
materials and labor. Always
remember that a guarantee
is only as good as the firm
providing it.
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Deceptive adverlising is
another problem area

concerning insulatiorn

contractors Although within
the past year the OState

Division of Consumer
Affairs has managed to weed
out many f{alse claims, some
contractors may still be

making such claims
If the contracltor you
intend (o hire makes

unsubstantiated claims. ask
for the resulls of studies or a
compatrison of another
customer's heating bilis.
hefore and after the
customer insulated his or
her home. In addition, you
should request a guarantee
of any such energy-saving
claim in the contract

l.ikewise, some
conplractors who inslall
energy-saving devices also
make energy Savings
claims. While some of t
claims may be itimate.
others may be fraudulent In
most cases where the
Division of Consumer
Affairs asked companies to
documen! their enarhy
Savings cltaims, (he
companies were unable to do
S4)

In the State's first solar
fraud case, Marshal

Industries, Inc . formerly of
Fort Lee. bul now defunct,
was fined $10.000, for using
deceplive husiness practices
in selling solar hot water
systems to four New Jersey
homeowners The firm was
also ordered o provide
restitution Loy these
homeowners ‘

Examples of the firms
fraudulent and deceptive
praclices included giving a
consumer the results of an
alleged feasibility study of
his home. although the study
was neve: performed

In three of the four
consumers complaints, ten
vear warranlies were
promised. but none of the
consumers received any
warranties.

In addition. two of the four
systems never funclioned at
all. while the other two were
{aully.

One consumer was
romised that she would
ave 180 degree waler every
day of the year Experts
conclude that it s
unnecessary to have water
that hot and it is also
technically impossible for a
solar system (o heal waler
as high as 180 degrees.

In another Lase
concerning a family of

seven. only one solar
collector was installed.
although solar experts

confirm that four or five
colleclors were necessary {o
provide this family's hot
waler needs.

In a case concerning

warranties:

another soar countractor,
collectors were installed
facing north. For maximum
exposure to the sun, it s
necexsary for coliectors to
face south.

Fireplace contraclors
often make unfounded
energy savings claims, when
in fact a fireplace which does

not have g:oper enclosures
can contribute to heat loss by

pulling warm air out the
chimney

One firm. Cleopatra
l.eisure Industries and
Lumber Co. of Ridgewood
published advertisements
depiciting a buill-in fireplace
for $698. However. the
fireplace offered by the siore
at that price was [ree.
standing with no brick
facing.

In addition. the firm
falsely promised to pay
customers who allowed
prospective buyers (o view
their instatled f{ireplaces.
Prospective buvers were
never hrought to the homes
of these customers

(n (ctober 26. (| ira
wask barred by the State
Superior  Court from
continuing these
advertixements Attorney
General John Degnan ailso
filed sui! for the firm to
return more than $25.000 to
19 consumers and for the
firm's State Charter to be
revoked

By exercising caution. vou
can select a reputable and
rehiable contractor
