Controversies in the
of education are signaled by
"fighting words* - around
which proponents
opponent* rally.

Latest among education's
fighting terminologies is
"classification ' The mere
mention of this term causes
tempers to rise - as well as
voices - those in favor of
"classification11 and those
opposed.

ft all starts with the Public
School Reform Act of 1975
which requires, among <tfher
things, the development of a
new system of accountable
ty and school improvement
in New Jersey.

"The ActM proposes that
school improvement must be
developed through a three-
way partnership — a part
nership among the state,
local education authorities,
and the citizens served b>
those authorities.

It is the role of the locai
school districts to &et goals
and objectives, identify
needs and to develop
programs or policies to meet
those needs In effect, this is

home rule inaction
Citizens, at local level, are

expected to participate in
this process by helping to
monitor program
effectiveness through their
local boards of education. In
this context, it is the states
role to see to it that citizens
and educators work together
to effect the necessary
improvement indicated by
needs

While many schools and
districts have already
demonstrated they can
provide the type of
edcational system necessary
to meet the education needs
of the students in their
communities, "The Act"
mandates that the
Commissioner of Education,
in concert with the State
Board, must develop and
administer a uniform
system for evaluating the
performance of each public
school in the state

As provided by The Act",
the system of evaluation will
result in the classification of
each school district as either
"approved", 'approved
with conditions' . or
"unapproved" in each of
three major areas of
activity These areas
include < 1 > the development
and implementation of the
educational plan. \Z\ student
achievement in the area of
basic skills, and <3>
compliance with all the
requirements set forth in
statute and regulations

The possibility that school
districts might be Labeled'
as a device vo develop
accoumabl i ty and
improvement in the school
systems has brought forth
much vehement oj

It ts feared, say opponents,
that a less-than approved
status might indict all
students in a school or
system in a way that might
damage college and
employment opportunities
for hfgh achievers in a
system that has been so
graded Other opponents
fear a possible adverse
affect on the morale of
teachers working in a
system that has not been
"approved*

Within the suggested plan
for classification' there
are ample opportunities for
review, remedy, and re
evaluation Nevertheless
organized opposition is
strong, and opponents want
no part of the idea

Test scores speak for
themselves Our schools are
not doing well "across the
board1 The end product is
noi good "Clawification"
may not be the answer But,
unless a better plan is
proposed, a would seem that
the idea is worth trying

Children who graduate our
schools without adequate
basic skills deserve better
from the system that
purports to educate thtm
and falls short in the final
judgement
