Mr Horek requested copies of the City Treasurer s Reports for the
month ot Auiust September, and October of 1979 which wert
supplwd to him on Oecember 12.1979 He has taken it upon himself to
fabricate numbers for what he calls our Oecember 1 1979 balances
Since the City Treasurer has not compiled the report for the month
endinf November 30 1979 it seems unlikely that Mr Norek could
except by imagination cite any figures for December 1 1979

To set the record straight, tht October 31 1979 City Treasurers
Report states that $800 000 00 is presently in Certificates of Deposit
01 that amrjnt $300,000 00 was invested in the South Amboy Trust
Company and $50000000 was mvested in the Amboy Madison
National Bank To date the City of South Amboy has received over
$74 000 00 in interest for 1979

When a municipality budgets money lor expenses there often \% a
ptnod of time which elapses between the time moneys are received by
the City and the time payment checks are authorized and subsequently
cashed Prudent financial management dictates that during this time
those idle moneys should be invested In 1978 over $80.000 00 was
earned by the City Some ot this money was directly appropriated m the
1979 budget thus lowering taxes The balance of the moneys not so
appropriated is part of our surplus As of December 31 1978 the City s
surplus was SI.660 02173 as was explained to Mr Norek several times
last year at various Council Meetings M .264.684 21 ot our surplus was
utilized int he 1979 budget to replace local property tax that would have
raised if the City did not utilize surplus moneys This "suited m * tax
savings to our property owners of the equivalent ol 12b tax points far
more than the one to three tax potftte Mr Norek has ever argued for Mr
Norek is also well aware that the increases m local property taxes art
due to the increases m the local school budgets School budgets w<j
school taxes are controlled by the eiected South Amboy Board of
Education

Mr Norek has amply demonstrated in open public session that he
does not understand the workings of the City Budget or the Water
Utility I strongly believe that the press has the obligator to ascertain
the correctness of material that it accepts for publication In this
situation however I applaud the efforts of the South Amboy Citizen by
printing Mr Norek s letter on December 13 1979 to again demonstrate
that Mr Norefc is not qualified as an analyst of the dry of South
Amboy s financial activities

I trust that our citizens have the intelligence to determine what is tact
and what might be regarded as Mr Norek s superior use of his
imagination
