"~ Karcher lauded Weiss for
having “‘put a lot of effort”
to the fight for passage of
the bill, but emphasized thal
it is “'permissive and doesn't
mandate’’ action by the
county. The Board of
Freeholders s expected to
take up the matter soon, he
said.

County Engineer Johg J
Reiser Jr. and city officlals
agreed to close the bridf,
which had been used by
more than 8,500 commuters
daily, after discovering thal
its 1ron braces had rusted
beyond r?air, making the
span angerous for
continued use in its present
condition

Hospital and Comiaunity
Mental Health Center has
initiated a program for
young mrle and their
mental th needs. The
Early In.creentivn Prog. 2m
was developed to meet two
basic mental health needs.
The first need is the need for
prevention and crisis
intervention counseling
which might strengthen
families in crisis and

revent removal of the child
rom his home. The second
iIs a temporary shelter for
children to provide short
“‘time-qut'’ period< from
family crisis.

The child is 1dentified as
having a problem (runawgy.
problems with the law, drug
or alcohol abuser etc.) by
the various agencies (school,
probation officer, welfare,
division of Youth & Family
Services, etc.) and his/her
family is contacted by the
identifying agency who
meets with the family and
child to determine a course
of treatment. Perhaps
another out-patient service
is recommended or a
detoxification program. If

the problem warrants the
Early Intervention
Program, the agency

contacts the program and
then the Early Intervention
counselor contacts the
family to set up counseling
sessions. Bruce Friedman,
Middletown, Coordinator,
Early Intervention Unit,
stated 'The assumption for
the program is local
communiiy-based services
will be more accessible thus
more citective and that
peorie don't experience
problems in isolation, but
ruther within their social
context or natural
environment That is why we
try to treat our clients
within their natural
environment and with their
families '

There is a inaximum of
eight sessions between the
child, family and Early
Intervention counselor.
After that time if the family

wishes more counseling, the

family is referred to another
agency. The earl
intervention counselor will

maintain contact with the
family until there are two
face-to-face contacts with
the new counselor and the
client is satisfied with the
service.

but no family will be turned
away because of inability to
pay. Most families have
medical insurance which
should help defray the costs
and other financial help is
available.

The Early [ntervention
Program counselors are in

- the community for easy

access to the family in crisis
and other agencies which
may be of help.

Intervention Program
maintains close contact with
the school officials,
probation officers.
~overnment agencies, child
protection agencies and
other crisis intervention
agencies.
