U.S. Government Files Civil
Complaint Against Hercules

Hercules Incorporated
confirmed that the U S
Government has filed a civii
complaint against Hercules,
claiming  monopoly in

Company went out of

the price at which industrial
nitrocellulose would be sold
in the United States,” 18
totally false

Hercules” hmited contact
with foreign compames was
solely to help U S customers
obtain  this  hazardous
roduc. which previously
ad not teen imported and
would be in short supply. 1in
early 1978 when Du Pont
closed its facithties In fact.
Hercules actively supported
legislation in the Congress to
suspend duty lemfmrarily on
imported nitrocellulose in an
effort to assure U.S.
customers of a continuing
adequate supply Hercules’
actions were in thi' public
interest

Hercules has served the
nitrocellulose-consuming 1n-
dustry for over 50 vears
Many customers for this
product are small and have
relied heavilv on Hercules
for technical and service
needs Although a vanety of
substitute coating materials
exist, Hercules knew that in
the short run a shortage
would severely affect the

-nitrocellulose-consuming n-

dustry. as well.as industries
using mtrocellulose-based

products. such as - the
furniture industry
From 1977 on, US

Williams. who  has
initiated the first phase of
study necessary to declare
the building an historic site,

said the Paper Mill
Playhouse provided New
Jersey audientes with
‘‘someof the hest

productions and performers
the stale has ever seen. This
piayhouse was a real
cornerstone ol the artistic
community, and ! am
committe 1o doing
everything possible o see
that it gets rebuilt =

The first step in placing
the building on the historic
register wii, include a study
of the site's architectural
integrity, and historic and
architectural significance
After verifying the study, the
State Office of Historic
Preservation would
recommend the building for
lacement on the National

egister of Historic Places
If approved. the pla‘yhouse
wouﬁf be eligible for tederal
rants from the Heritage,

onservation and
Recreation Program of the
U.S. Department of the
Interior. The entire process
would take at ieast 4 months,
Williams noted.

A portion of the original
building and a $650,000
addition stil) under
construction were left

standing after the fire
Plavhouse officials
estimated that it would cost
$1 million to replace the
theater, and although the
building IS insured.
replacement costs are
