Potholes are a fact of hife
for roadsyn the Nartheastern
United Slites because of the
winter  freeze thaw  evele,
according te) Worlth
Cunmingham. Chief of the
NJDOT'S Bureau of
Mainlenance

“The unscasonable
December  and  January
weather, with warm  days
and below freezing nmights,

have increased the
formiation of potholes this
winler, slates
Cunningham

Potholes are caused when
waler seeps down beiow the
road surface, freezes and
expands, then thaws,
creating a pocket beldw the
surface. The surface then
collapses under the weight of
passing vehicles

NJDOT applies temporary

patching, so-called ‘''‘cold
patch’, throughout the
winter to potholes.

Permanent repairs can only
be made when temperatures
remain above freezing 8o
that "‘hol patch” matenal
can be used. Cunninghaam
reports that the quality of
“cold  patch™  that  the
liepartment uses has been
impiroved and temporary
repairs should last longer.
The NJDOT has 1,600
maintenance forces
equipped with more than
20,000 tons of temporary and
permanent patch available
to repairr winter damage to
the State Highway System
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
