Special Tax Credit JOHN Z COMMITTEE
Persons who earned less

than 510.000 in 1979 and who
maintained a household that

a dependent child
may qualify for a special lax
credit from the Federal
government The credit is
called the Earned Income
Credit, and although it has
been available in past years,
more people will now qualify
because the $10,000 earned
income ceiling is an increase ,
from the $8,000 ceiling of
prior years

In explaining the revised
Earned Income Credit,
Cornelius J Coleman,
Director of the New Jersey
IRS District, said that the
amount of credit is based on
10 percent of earned income
up to the $5>000 income level,
for a maximum payment of
$500 As the income level
goes above $5,000 the amount
of credit is phased out until it
reaches zero at the $10,000
Income level

To qualify for the credit,
explained Coleman, a person
must have earned income
and maintained a household
for at least one dependent
child during 1979 To claim
the credit, those who qualify
must file a federal income
tax Form 1040 or 1040A

Coleman emphasized that
the credit is available even if
those who qualify owe no
taxes. It is also available
above and beyond any tax
refund due qualifying
individuals

In past years the Earned
Income Credit was received
in lump sum by filing a tax
return and claiming the
entire amount. But another
new provision of the Earned
Income Credit allows
qualifying wage earners to
receive the credit in
installments throughout the
year along with their regular
pay. Those who qualify for
these "advanced" earned
income credit payments
should contact their
employers about filing a
Form W-5 "Earned Income
Credit Certificate1

Coleman explained that
qualifying individuals have
the option of receiving the
advanced payments or
receiving the entire credit in
one lump sum. But either
way* Coleman noted, a
federal income tax return
will have to be filed
