loss of two of their dearest fellow Poles who have had a great impact on
their lives during their years of settlement and development in this
region

Rev Ladtslaus J Madura pastor of St Stanislaus Kostfca Church in
Sayreville and a native South Amboyan collapsed after celebrating
Mass and died February 13th He was in his forty eighth year in the
priesthood of the Roman Catholic Church

Msgr Arthur B Strenski P A pastor emeritus of St Joseph s
Church South Camden died February 21st in his seventy fifth year as a
priest He was curate and then later pastor of S*cred Heart Church in
South Amboy

Both Father Madura and Msgr Strenski had one thing in common
a vet* close relationship with the people and a deep seated love for
them and their church

Born m humble circumstances they knew first hand the struggles
their people experienced in economic spiritual social and ethr»c
circles

Lilt in America was extremely trying in 1896 when Msgr Strenski
first set foot on this land as a lad of six accompanied by his widowed
mother They faced nvriy of the problfms Poles ol that time faced a
very restricted )ob market r<d a stultifying language barrier

The fobs that were available were very menial and low paying The
hours of labor were long and body wearing But they had tremendous
faith and trust in their hearts which maintained them

Our lathers related to us how they used to work twelve hours a day
six days a week in the claypits or on the railroads their boots full of
water not ol the claypits but ol the sweat of their labor

They tame home bone tired not to rest but to continue their labors
keeping their homesteads in repair Above all they lound time and
solace at frequent evening church services wher Msgr Strenski and
I ather Madura ministered to their spiritual needs revitalizing their faith
m r,od and fortifying their courage

father Walt and Msgr Strenski were embodiments ot this sturdy
In those early days our parents tell us trial Msgr Strenski

worked tirelessly for his parishioners not only in spiritual matters but
so m the CIVIC legal and tempora1 matters as well
There was no money to build a church so Msgr Strenski organized

his people and togethef with them bent his back to a shovel and
wheelbarrow to level a forbidding hill and to build a church wlvch now
st»n serves as the parish school

father Madura was |ust arriving on the scene in (hose early years of
1900 but he (aught the spin) from his parents who were among the
stalwart parishioners serving God with Msgr Strenski

A few of us can still remember rather Walts parents stoic and
devout paying homage to God the Mother approaching the altar rail m
black veil daily

Father Walt knew how to hirtdle a saw or a hammer or a shovel for
he was often in these roles in the church or the school ot the rectory
and frequently at the parish cemetery with a shovel to help beautify this
final resting place for his beloved parishioners where he now himself
rests

Old parishioners speak of Falhr Walt and Msgr Strenski with
fondness and even reverence To them they were the real heroes of the
twentieth century helping them survive the hard years of toil and near
despair when life was a continuous and relentless struggle for survival

This courageous spirit of old which they epitomized was
communicated to others who in turn transmittd it to their children a
backbone of sturdy faith and an indomitable will serving God and man
m the highest tradition ol love and selflessness

We will remember Father Walt with cherished memory dS we still
remember his brother Msgr Martin Madura and his sister Sophie who
also devoted themselves to humanity and to service to God m many
ways Together with Msgr Strenski they helped mold our spirits and
enriched our lives along the way

They served with honor and distinction Their roots are deeply
ingrained tn our lives They w the honor of our people God rest their
noble souls
