~ Committee Formed to Solve
Hospital Parking Problems

A special meeting between
the ity Council and the
hospital Board of Governors
was held Monday evening to
try to alleviate the ever
present parking problems

In an opening statement,
Council President Richard J
Schuitz questioned  the
recent expansion program of
the hospital with no apparent
thought to parking facilities
In reviewing the vandalism
complaints  from those
hospital employees who park
al the Colone!'s Gaiter,

Schultz  suggested the
hospital security guards
should perhaps make

regular hourly rounds

Those present trom the
hospital Board of [hrectors
included William Kurtz.
Joseph Wojciechowsk:,
Daniel Zack and Wilbur
Schmidt  Also present and
representing the 40 hospital
emplovees was ohn
McCloud 111

Willlam Kurtz of the board
acted as spokesman and
stated no one opposed the
expansion  when South
Amboy  Memorial Hospital
went from 40 to 130 bheds
Also. in fact, approximately
10 vears ago when a move
was considered. the people
of South Amboy signed a
petition containing 40.000
signatures to keep the
hostrilal here. The hospital
had gone as far as lny‘mg
down ‘“‘semi-pavement’” at
the Colunel's
hospital expense As for the
vandalism. he noted that
hospital security guards did
not have the authoritv to
arrest anyone

Kurtz explained that when
the hospital purchased the
three houses on Bordentown
Avenue they were 100%
mortgaged and could not
tear down the structures as
the bhank’s hoiding the
mortgage would not allow it
Of the three house. one can
and will be torn down to
make more parking spaces,
but there was no timetable
as to when If the people of
South Ambaoyv had their
choice between a $10.000
kidney  machine.””  he
questioned. or a parking lot
which do vou think theéy
would choose” ™

Daniel Zack suggested the
appointment of a small
committee of hospital
directors and councilmen to
try to open the lines of
communication. He felt the
"'real solution to the problem
are the houses™' . Councilman
Thomas A O'Brien said he
recognized the key problem
was commumcation and
thought the commiltee 1dea
a good one Councilman

rt Noble agreed that a
commitlee was a positive
step.

its work of a vear and a half
and noted that even though
the parking ordinance
meetings were publicized. no
hospital board members had
bothered to show up People
all over town had received
tickets for illegal parking
and hospital employees
wauld be no exception to the
2 hour limit

Kurtz felt that the passage
of the 2 hour limit in tge
hospital area would
deliberately penalize
hospital employees .

Councilman Chester L.
Meinzer. Jr. of the 3rd Ward
took a firm stand in
supporting the parking time
limits set forth in the
ordinance and indicated that
he would vole for the
ordinance as 15. He state he
had "'no sympathy'" and he
himself has alreadv heen
ticketed for overtime
parking He mentioned the
promise of a two-tier
parking facility but had been
given no concrete
construction time scales He
had expected the board to
come to the council meeling
with specific plans- and
recommendations and the
board has not done so.

Mavor J Thomas C(‘ross
volunteered to be part of the
commitiee consisting partly
of Councilmen Tarallo and
Meinzer. Board members
will be apointed and these
appointments  will  he
announced at a later date
The committee would work
to formulate a step-by-step
plan to try reaching a
suitable solution amiable te
both hospital emplovees :nd
residents of the area
