A Census Taker

Census takers for the 1980
Census of Population and
Housing are easy lo identify,
according to Richard I.
Bitzer, J.S. Bureau of the
Census, Assistant Regional
Director

They wear red, white, and
blue ID cards with the US.
Department of Commerce
seal and “Census
Enumerator, Official
Credential’’ printed on them.
Their cards also have their
signatures, certifying inat
they have sworn to keep
conflidential all information
they collect for the census.
Any Census Bureau worker
who breaks this ocath faces a
fine, or imprisonment, or
both, but the Bureau's
record on this is spotless,
Mr. Bitzer said.

Census takers  have
started making their rounds
here, calling at residences
from which householders
have not mailed back their
census questionnaires. They
are using the telephone o
reach mos! of the
householders who have
amiled back guestionnaires
inadequately hilted out.
