South Amboy First Ald

On July 7, 1980, at aproxi-
mately 9:05 a.m_, the f ~ath
Amboy First Aid Squad was
calied to give mutual aid to
Perth Amboy al the General
Cable fire. The rescue truck
and one ambulance was
dbru:hed to Perth Amboy
and squads from other
areas were called to assist A
first aid station with cots.
oxygen and first aid supplies
was Imrrledmtel& set up on
High and ashington
Streets. Rescue workers
worked through the day and
into the night offering cold
towels, water and a place for
firemen to rest before
returning to the fire scene
Local hospitals were notified
through the HE AR
system that a large scale fire
Was in ress and to the
possibilities of rescue
workers being overcome by
toxic fumes. The squad
transported 5 to the hospilal .
but scores of men were
treated on the scene.

As night approached, a
team from Mobiiization
called surrounding

o set wup
lights. The

emergency

rescue lruck from South
Amboy First Aid, along with
truck 11 of Progressive Co..
remained on the scene until 6
a.m. Tuesday morning,

giving light to the firemen of

rotection and

indevendence who remained

First Aid Report

Betly Leveille, Captain of

the South Amboy First Ad
Squad. has issued her report
for the month of June.

transports,

30
17 fires and 3

boat calls, and 5 communily
service calls. Man hours

expanded for the month
were 888 hours and the rigs

iraveled a total of 1,888
milea.

Squad members
responding to the most calls
for the month were Betly
Leveille, 76; Lee Steiner, 71,
Don Riley, 70; Tom Sherry,
53. and Terry Tice, 47.

Also issued at this time is
the Captains semi-annual

. During the first 6
months of thhis year the
squad has nded to a

total of 781 calls. Of these
there were 473 emergencies,
179 transports, 107 fire, and
25 mutuai aid called to assist
other communities. Man
hours totaled 3.332 and the
rigs have traveled 6.000
miles.
