Counciiman Robert Noble
and Councilman Thomas
()’'Brien met last week with
30 residents of Henry Street
to discuss the problems
these residents will face
during the upcoming street
reconstruction of the 200
block. Also '.Preaent was City
Engineer Fred Kurtz and
fire chiefs J T Gioffre and
Ed Szatkowski

The work is scheduled to
begin in late August and
entails the tearing up of
Henry Street, section by
section, to put in new sewer
and water lines and to rip out
the oild curbing and sidewaik
to replace it with a more
uniform look

Counciiman Nobel several
times called this a '‘unique

situation’’ since residents
will be faced with parking,
mud, and sewage problems
for approximately 2 months.

Residents, encouraged to
ask questions, raised the
probiem of rodents and other
vermin that seem to be
drawn to such construction
sites  City Engineer Kurtz
gave no guarantees against
this, bhut has assured
residents that an
exterminator has been
contacted and will be on top
of the situation.

Another difficulty will be
to maintain water and sewer

sarvies. Thevd will he times
when homes will be without
these services for a short
period of time Those people
who will be affected will be
notified in advance of any
utility cut off. Arrangements
have been made to have
tanker trucks with drinking
walter 1o stand by

Many residents,
concerned abhout police
protection at Lhe sight of the
construction are worried
about the 12 ft by 15 ft. hole
expected to draw the curious
speclators, most especially

voung children  Nable
assured them that shouid
g:oblems occur. there would

adequate protecuion for
homeowners and sightseers
Richard Muchamce. also
present at the meeting.
advised tha! people waould be
available on all 3 shifts to
deal with other unusual
prublems.

Noble commended
residents when they advised
timl and Kurtz of the front
vard oil tanks and questions
about any damage to them
The ava v e PR
thoroughly investigated. and
arrangements made

Calling this a “golden
opportunity’ to have private
work done. Noble pointed out
that residents needing this
type of work should do so
now as 1t would be relatively
less expensive as the city
will already have the street
torn open

What can residents do to
prepare themsclves for this
construction” Fred Kurt:

A horticulturist is also
under contract to put in 38
new trees at the work sile
and will be available for
consultation on existing
irees,

Both Councilman O'Brien
and Noble agreed that
listening to the peoples’
input and allaying their
fears would “‘help thinp run
as smooth as possible.’

Special meeti will be
held with the fire
department, the first aid

“We don't want to alarm
residents, we just want you
to know what lo e:?oct."
Noble said. *‘You don’t like
