On of the bloodirst and
most bitter battles of the
war. Poliny can write
volumes on the young
soldiers who fought against
air. land. and sea attacks
while also being subjected to
inadequate food, planes.
ships. and supplies These
youngsters learned to be
men during their privates
batties with malaria and
dysentery. they were sick
from the lack of food, the
fighting 1n rain. mud and
jungle conditions and vet
proved an equal match to the

claim victory. The allies
sustained heavy losses in
ships and planes but less
than 12,000 of the 60,600 men
committed succumbed to the
eveiny Many of the veterans
of this campuign carried
for'h the traditions
established at (Guadaicana)l
and fought on island beaches
all the way to Japan.

Poliny was lucky. he
survived with a bad case of
maiaria and a leg wound
that still gives him much
pain at times He s
considering an operation
that might reveal a piece of
shrapnel near his knee. He
sustained the leg would
while attempting to save the
life of a fellow GI at
Guadalcanai.

Discharged as a ¢ ral
in 1948 after serving with the
First Marine Division at
Guadaicanal and, later with
the Sixth Marine Division at

Okinawa. Poliny has
recently joined an
organization calling

Campaign Veterans
tion, and now has
