Otexa hastened to explain
that he hoped a teacher aide
would be made available to
accompany iii«' children

Another question dealt
with the maintenance of the
school building on (hose days
when St Mary's had a snow
day or other day off and
Hoffman pupils did not
Superintendent Olexa told
the group that the sidewalks
would be shoveled, the heat
would be one. and adequate
lighting would be provided
despite the fact that all but
three classrooms would be

It was a short "blue
ribbon" cutting ceremony at
twelve noon with only a
handful of neighbors and
even less ritual in the middle
of an ordinary weekday, but

months during which main
people were inconvenienced
Captain James Tedesco of
the South Amboy Traffic-
Safety Bureau had
e s t i m a t e d t h a i
approximately 8,000 vehicles
had formerly used the bridge
on a daily basis

During the months the
bridge was "out", residents
made ust of two alternate
routes, neither of which
would luive been their first
choice The Hole-In The
Wall dumbfounded many

To have traveled this
r-ju*" e*. en yir' •".?• • n r t
since November totals 144
miles both ways, or if a car
gets IH mpg, 8 gallons of gas
at ever increasing prices

Just think of the cost of a
Sayreville resident using the
Karitan Street mute to get tn
the corner of Stevens and
Mam Streets This is 1 2
miles, both ways. 2 4 miles,
each day for 234 days,
including church on
Sundays, or 561 miles or 31
gallons of gas

To make matters worse
those slowpokes who inched
their way through the hole-
in-the-wall at S mph had an
even better chance of
possible hitting one side or
the other of the tunnel
simply because the odds go
up the longer the vehicle was
in the tunnel

Now for the flip side for
all those who are delightedly
happy the bridge is open,
there are many who would
wish it closed permanently
This faction lives near the

noise levels have been quite
conducive to sleep for 10
months The area children
used the blocked off area as
a safe "bicycle haven", and
nine cyclists were also the
f irst whe«\s across th«
bridec after the btrrtan
w«r« talutt down.

adjust County spokesman
Vuono stated he was present
not to make any decisions,
but to listen to the parents
concerns and expressed his
opinion that he has found
through experience that
children form their own
small community in a
situation such as this The
phychologicai effects, with
the parents support, would
be minimal He cautioned
parents that this was his
personal finding, and that he
and Ms Davis were also
present to advise the Board
of Education on the safety
aspects involved in the
rental; and after a thorough
inspection of the classrooms
ana other facilities, has
found them adequate and
meeting all safety
requirements. The Sacred
Heart Annex and
Westminster Hall did not
meet the requirements to
house the children

According to one parent, a
mother of 6, she was
exceedingly disturbed that
she would have children in
Spotswuod, on John Street,
and now in St Mary's as
well. She was not the only
one present at the n
with this problem Another
couple said they would also
experience this problem and
could not see how they could
successfully follow their
children's progress when
having to report to three
different "school districts"

At the beginning of each
school term one problem in
particular seems to present
itself, that of parking
Parking on John Street has
always been a problem, but
seems to work out every
yeai because of the wide
streets where parents double
park for the minute it takes
to guide a young child across
ti*e street from the car to the
classroom Augusta Street is
opt wide enough to allow this
type of arrangement with
any safety, and parking
spaces u St Mary s parking
lot are not available to those
parents using a motor
vehicle-* for the student's
transportation Olexa has
told the group that talks
between the schools are still

going on and perhaps the bus
lanes, when they are free,
could be used

Additionally, the Hoffman
school teachers at St Mary'"
will have extra
responsibilities and one may
have to take on the duties of
an "acting principal" for the
duration of the classes at St
Marys. A telephone with a
direct line to John Street will
be the main contact between
the classrooms and
Hoffman

Superintendent Olexa has
agreed to have yet another
public meeting with the
parents before the lease is
signed to allay other fears
tht may present themselves
