A third ordinance w.is
adopted on its hnal reading
for mterlocitl ser\ ices
agreement with the county
of Middlesex lor the supply
of electronic dat.i processing
services for the Nouih
Amhoy Department n)
Finance Divisions of Tax
Assessment and Revenue
These services consist of
necessary work ictuhng to
tax assessment records
preparation of tax bills, tax
duplicates, field hooks, and
other work pertaining to
such areas

The council passed a
resolution designating a bus
stop along Bordentown
Avenue between I'arker and
Ward Avenues extending
approximately U:'> feet in
mid block Mayor Cross
noted a person could see
through the shelter thereby
making it impossible for
someone to hide within

The city is seeking funds in
a grant form from the
Department ol Community
Affairs under the
H a n d i c a p p e d Persons
Recreational opportunities
Act This resolution simply
authorizes Mayor Cross to
file an application with the
Department of Community
Affairs and enter into ;i

- contf act ' with the
department il .i grant is
offered Mayor Cross
reported this would enable
the city lo fund 8<i percent ol
activities for its
handicapped youth The
Mayor added that he had
received requests Iron; the
parents of handicapped
youngsters for programs
and trips, and that he would
take any additional and
necessary steps to secure
funding through the grant

In other business City
Business Administrator

Nicholas Smolney reported
he had received six bids for
the renovations needed for
the Seniors Resource (.'enter,
but that all six were over and
above the budgeted amount
Of these Smolney noted that
two bids were incomplete,
and that the difference
between two other bids was
Wfi.nOO A bid of 1222.000 was
considered, but even that
figure was about $20,(KM)
more than the council had
budgeted This difference
could be funded additionally
by fiupplementary monies
from other projects from the
building and grounds
account hut this would only
defer repairs in that account
to the following year It was
decided that no action be
taken on these present bids
because if they were .igain
sent out a better price might
be possible

The installation of the
much maligned fire alarm
system was awarded to K P
Reed of l.mdhurst when the
City Treasurer advised the

hoped this time the work
would he swiftly completed
to everyone's satisfaction

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The regionalization of
South Amboy and Sayreville
is not a new idea, according
to Edwin Kolodziej, an
attorney from Sayreville
who became interested in
the concept while working on
the County Municipal
G o v e r n m e n t Study
Commission headed by state
Sen William Musto This
may be the time to Lake out
the idea, du*t it off, and take
a new look at it To say the
boundary between the two is
outdated, and useless is to
say it costs a lot of money to
maintain it

A former Assemblyman,
Kolodziej believes the only
way to bring costs dovn in
the future is to combine
services or merge
municipalities The point is
that since governments
provide service, duplication
is wasteful."

The two communities have
already combined sewer
facilities in the South Hay
Collection System, and the
South Amboy Post Office
delivers mail to the Mel rose
a lid Morgan sections of
Sayreville They also deliver
to the Maxfieid section
around Merntt Avenue In
these areas the combining of
services has already taken
place, but the combining of
other services such as
police, fire, and ambulance
could cause more problems
Irian a merger might strive
I', solve

But each municipality
rules in its own way. and
South Amboy Mayor J
Thomas Cross and
Sayreville Mayor John K
Czernikowski are opposed to
merging the two
communities At one time
the two were one, South
Amboy encompassing much
of what is today Sayreville
Within the greater area the
problems were also larger,
and Sayreville finally broke
off to form its own borougn
in 1909

Mayor Cross does not
believe South Amboy is in
any trouble, especially since
municipal taxes have just
been lowered. He like South
Arnboy just the way it is

Mayor Czernikowski feels
r eg mtiii 11 / a 11 on would
destroy th*1 home rule
concept. and taxpayers
would have no vote
••Besides, South Amboy tWs
not want us. and we feel it
would not be financially
advantageous", he said
Sayreville has a / en .
municipal tax i ate

The consolidation ol the
two school systems is
another aspect and less
drastic thai: total
r e g i o n a 11 /. a 11 o r. South
Amboy is in need of a new
school to house its children
that are being sent to
Spotswood. Si Marys, and
straining at (he scams nn
John Street Sa, rc-ville is
seriously considering the
closing down of a school

Joseph McKeon. a former
Mayor of the city, does not
believe in burdening South
Anihoy with too much land,
too many expansion
possibuties. and too many
expenses But. he adds, that
Sayreville has greatly
unproved their highways,
sewer and water facilities
and perhaps II would he
advantageous politically to
l>e one large town the
county politicians would
have to listen We would also
be more eligible lot lederal
grants as a more populated
area "

"South Amboy has made a
lot of progress, it h*s a good
government We are one of
three "square mile"
communities in the whole
state, and ail three are doing
well " Ocean Grove and
Hoboken are the other two
m u n i c i p a l i t i e s each
contained in a one mile
vacinity As for the school
problems, Ote former Mayor
has no present day solutions,
only hindsight for a long ago
transaction; "we should
never have sold the
Stevensdale tract, today we
would hav^ the property for
the school

How would regionalizalion
affect businesses in both
areas0

Alan Wachtel. owner of
Greenfields, a Sayreville
department store, no^ed
many of his customers are
South Amboyans and doubts
his sales would be noticeably
affected He admits people
feel more confident buying
in a shop within the
township, but. of
r e g i n n a h z a t i o n . wants

what would be most
beneficial to both
communities "

William Dailey. owner of
Greens Mens Shop. South
Amboy aoes not even think
the idea merits
consideration He feels that
there is no gain to be made
through regional izat ion
either personally or for the
l i t 'S4 iv i»\ ] j ; t . vv j i i (j(,
what they want. South
Amboy will do what they
want East is East. West ts
West and never the twain
shall m^et," he quoted

Sayreville Deputy Court
Clerk Helen Pawlowski does
not think Sayreville would be
affected. I honestIv don't

know sine* I don't know
what the intentions arc.
They have been talking
about this for 15 years and u
it ever comes about it wuid
have a greater effect for
South Amboy since it's a
smaller area." She also
noted, "it is not a matter of
losing jobs, under civil
service we would always
have jobs."

South Amboy Court Clerk
Gerry Sherry *ants "the
pleasant little city to remain
the pleasant little city". Of
the Mayor and Council she
says, "They are no strangers
to us, this makes for better
working conditions Our
court is running smoothly
and as far as I am
concerned, 1 would not
appreciate being grouped
with Sayreville."

A sample polling of school
age children s parents shows
resignation toward school
r e g i o n a l i z a t i o n South
Ambfty parents would like to
bring their children closer to
home in two schools rather
than spreading them around
in three larger areas.
Sayrevile parents would
accept South Amboy
students if it helps keep the
school nearest their homes
open. Both parent groups
want their children to be the
beneficiaries of the best
possible education, no
matter who is on the Board
of Education.

There i • IK> simple .n^wtr
to either community's
problems, and certainly a
combining of forces will not
make them immediately
disappear, as Kolodziej also
notes (hat in any
consolidation one should be
careful not to get locked into
the biggest bureaucracy
