Mn. Krebs theorizes that
women have been u>ught lo
be passive and in this way
have suppressed their own
true feelings and needs. At
the same time, women are
uncomfortable with this way
they feel. Men on the other
hand have been taught to be
aggressive, to get ahead no
matter what and never to
lose Mrs Krebs has
detected that many men are
uncomfortable with this
attitude in her course, she
teaches both men and
women to be assertive
without being aggressive or
a turn-off to other people.
She teaches the participants
that they have a
responsibility to themselves
yet at the same time they
must be sensitive to other's
needs.

Past participants of the
course have reported great
results One man doubled his
earnings after attending the
course His new
assertiveness in his sales job
was used successfully.
