Teachers [rom other
school districts such as
Sayreville came to South
Amboy Monday night to lend
their support to city teachers
who are now working

 without a contract The

group with signs outside the
school was small, and some
of them were sympathetic
parents.

Monday night was Open
House at the John Street
school, and several
elementary teachers said
they had to stay in the
classrooms so as not to
disappoint their students's
parents who had made their
plans to talk with their
children's teacher. One
instructor put it simply, "I
need my job "

The auditorium was,
however, crowded, many
placing their signs so Board
of Education members could
plainly see them .

Mrs. Eileen Ryan, a
mother of six boys, four of
whom attend the school
system received applause as
the spokeswoman for the
parents expressed many
concerns Calling the
children South Amboy's
number one resource, the
parents fear the loss of
quality teachers due tu the
low pay offered by our
district. Of 28 achool
districts. South Amboy
ranks next to 1a41 on the pay
scale

One parent, Mrs Ann
Mulligan, read news
clippings as (ar back as 1972,
each stating the increase in
the superintendent's pay.
arguing he was one of the
highest paid school officials
in the county

Superintent of Schools.
John Olexa. whase salary is
currently $15.000 annually .
said Mrs Mulligan was
grossly  exaggerating  and
macceurate .
