DOT To Review
Permit Parking Ordinance

Less than a dozen city
residents were present at
Tuesday nights council
meeting to voice their
feelings on an ordinance that
would restrict commuters
and non-resident parking
and would allow for permit
parking in t le area of the
hospital

The residents are
concerned with the
implementation of (he
parking permits m the areas
of Catherine. Feitus. Gordon
Streets, and Parker. Ward.
BoM<*ntown, and Bertram
Avenues, and with visitor:;
who might be unintended
victim's of the ordinance

Captain Tedesco. Traffic
Department suggested the
residents bo issued some
type of permit to keep in
their homes for temporary
use of visitors to that area
The 30-day permit would suit
this purpose and would have
to be renewed by the
resident at the end of each
30-day period Residents
permits would be issued on a
yearly basis and thus have to
be rpnewed only once a year

Present was John
McCloud, representing the
employees of the South
Amboy Memon«; HospitaT
He said the ordinance was
grep* for people who don't
work at the hospital. He also
said the hospital
administration v, ;.-. trying '.c
alleviate parking problems
and have done the city a
favor by taking down two
houses and providing 60-odd
spaces for parking He
pointed out the hospital
employees were doing ihe
best they «ould and asked
the council to "give us H
break" He felt sure the first
violation would be given to a
hospital employee to be
made an example of, and
questioned the hard push the
ordinance was receiving two

£ weeks before the voters go to
the polls

Councilman Robert Noble
answered McCloud's
remarks by saying McCloud
did justice by his
statements, but that the.
ordinance was also aimed at
commuters and was greatly
influenced by the efforts iif
the people who live in the
area Councilman Chester
Meinzer Jr remarked that
this ordinance had been in
the works for about 4 years
and people have tolerated
the situation for too long He
also noted the city was not
against the hospital
employees but was tuo
percent with the residents
and felt it was in the best
interests of the city to
prompt the Board of
Governors of the hospital to
action

The ordinance was
adopted by the council but
will not go into effect until
Trenton. Department of
Transportation, has fully
a ppr ov ed t he ord i na nee

In other council business
the resignation of Kathleen
Bloudgood from the -Zoning
Board of Adjustments was
accepted as she and her
family will be moving out of
town Joyce Schaber. who
has acted as an alternate
was appointed to fill (be
vacancy •*

A comprehensive
ordinance against any t\pe
ot noise and its sound level
wa> approved oi» a ItrM
hearing at the council
meet.ng It encompasses
individuals as well as motor
vehicles, .imm.tls. horns or

signaling devices, radios and
te lev is ion sets,
loudspeakers, and even
construction noises. The
ordinance specifically spels
out limits >uch as whether
the noise is steady,
repetitive and impulsive in
character and also the times
during which such noises are
prohibited

The majority of disturbing
noises, powered saw, drill,
sander. grinder, lawn or
garden tool, idling of buses,
trucks or tractors, and such
is forbidden between the
hours of 10 p m and 7 a m
Nothing in the ordinance
prevents the operation of
domestic power tools
including lawn mowers and
snow blowers between the
hours of 8a <n and6pm '

Penalties for each offense
can be as much as 1200. and
a violation for the third time
within a one month period
could result in a maximum
of a S5oo fine
