Noise !'.vals will bhe
determined by law
enforcement officers and in
some cases, the Board of
Heaith. Penalties for those
found in violation of this
ordinance may reach to $500
for every day the violation

Dealing With Conrail Problems

Inspection of
Consolidated Rail
Corporation facilities has

Jerry F English,
Commissioner of the Dept. f
Environmental Protection,
in a letter sent 10 senor
executives of Conrail. EG
Jordan, Chairman and Chief
Executive Officer, and S.M.
Reed, President ana Chief
Operating Officer, re(quested
a meeting with Conrail
representatives, the United
States Coast Guard, the
Federal E P A, and the
D.E.P. He was looking for a
definite commitment from
Conrail to present and
impiement a comprehensive
plan to resolve these
roblems He also reminded

onrail that they are
“legally responsible to
comply with the standards

established by the State of
New Jersey to prevent
degradation of the ambient

water and air quality
atfected by your
operations.’

English also pointed to
what he called ‘“tiagrant
violations” of D E.P. codes
