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It has been brought to the
atlention of Mayor J
Thomas Cress and other cuy
officials that Conrail s
planning to discontinue use
of the manually operated
gates and crosshucks at the
Aususta and John Street
crossings. It is Conrail's
intent to install a bell or
flashing light at these two
crossing in lieu of the
present existing protection
devices.

Conrail contends that this
action is the outcome of the
project for the improvement
ana electrification of the
railroad line. but. as Mayor
(’ross pointed out at Monday
night's city council meeting,
that this may result in
increased traffic by Conrail
and promised to take the
matter up with the citv's
attorney. Clark Convery

Councilman Thomas
O'Brien was concerned
mostly {or the salfety of those
who cross the two matnhine
tracks and one siding track
al these 1wa strets. hut
particularly the school
children, who depend on the
help given by the men at the.

Counciiman O'Brien
had previously received
Conrail's assurance that the
overpasses would be taken
into consideration at the
lime of the electrification,
but nothing has yet been
done He urged the council to .

Transportation Commis-
sioner Louis J Gambaccini
advising him of the situation.

Councilman Robert Noble
commented that the city was
"facing a major problem for
its children and senior
citizens should the gates be
eliminated.”

Council President Richard
Schultz and Councilman
Frank Tarallo were in
agreement that everything
possible should be done to
dea!l with the problem

Mayor Cross also urged
the citizens of South Amboy
to write to the Commissioner |
in Trenton asking him to
further investigate and
intervene with Conrail to
keep the men with the gates
and crossbucks at both
Augusta and John Street
crossing:
