A flag-raising ceremony
was held at the Luke A.
Lovely American Legion
Host on Sunday. December
7. to commemorate the :mh
anniversary of the bombing
of Pearl Harbor in HMl
Approximately 'Mt members
were present as Commander
William B Marshall
solemnly hoisted the Hag.
which was donated by Hill
Leonard. First Assistant
Chief of the South Amboy
fire department

The flag was flown in
memory of Leonard's uncle.
William Leonard, who was a
Chiel Bosun'* Mate during
the Pacific and Aleutian
Campaigns

Present was Bill Crane, a
Laurence Harbor resident
who was stationed at Fort
Shatter. Honolulu at the time
the Japanese first struck He
had been in Hawaii since
April of that year and was
attached to the 64th Coast
Artillery. Battery K Cram
recalls the scramble he
made to Kickatn Field lo
load ammunition and •'firing
at the Jspsn—r plan— with

trucks, out all we had wore
* caliber bvHsts, nothing

bigger" Noting that they
were considered a
"peacetime army". Crane
said supplies started
a r r i v i n g a l m o s t
immediately after His most
vivid memory was of what
they called the million dollar
barracks and how the men
made a dash for their
stations from the barracks
only to have to dodge bullets
Irom the Japanese airptenes
as soon as they stepped
outside Many never made it
any further

Pete Huryk, a Mouth
Amboy resident, was
recuperating after an illness
shortly after the bombing,
and was assigned to clean up
detail while waiting to he
sent back to his aircraft
carrier, the U.S.S.
Yorktown He told ol the
scores of men like himself
who had to board the U S.S
Oklahoma, one of the ships
to be recovered and
repaired.

• We could stay below
decks for only ten minutes at
a lime before the stench and
horror of what we saw
overcame us, " he
remembers. "We carried
everything out by hand,
bucket by bucket."

Also present Sunday was
former South Amboy Mayor
and now Legion member
William O'Leary, who
shared in the refreshments
afterward.

Apartment
Fire Suspicious

A fire that broke out early
Monday evening caused
much fire damages to the
apartment of Agnes Senape
and her son, who reside in
the second floor apartment
at 41* Bordentown Avenue.

'Act quickly" That's the
advice that Senator
Laurence S. Weuw has for
eligible persons seeking to
participate in the Home
Energy Assistance (HEAP)
Program for 1W1.

According/to Senator
Weiss, funoW for the
Program, whose details
were announced at an
Informational Meeting held
at the State House on
November 26.1900. has been
calculated to be at 50% of
estimated need.

"On the face of it, it looks
as though many eligible
applicants for H E A P ,
assistance will be told,
"Sorry — we are out of
funds unless they get their
applications for aid
promptly processed and
acted upon before H.E.A.P.
funds are exhausted",
Senator Weiss said.

There \rt three types of
Home Energy Assistance
that may be applied for —
through the medium of the
County Welfare Agency:

The first, "Special Energy
Assistance", takes the form
of a vendor payment to the
fuel supplier or a direct
payment to the individual

A second category.
"Emergency Energy
Ass is tance provide,*
payments made directly to
the fuel supplier for
emergency furnace restart
furnace repair, or an
fiMMfncy dstivery of up to
$!« worth of fuel on brteJf
of tftcaoit eligible

A third category, " Coasts*
Assistance" •ppinsias Mt
pedal cooUng mm ol an
emergency and/or
nature during the
