REPAIR CONSIDERED

v\ letter from  archited
Thomas A Vaill 1o ity
Hasiness Admimstrator

Niwcholus Smoiney informed
Smolney of his findings and
recommendations concerm
ng the water leakage around
the windows at City Hall
during rainy periods Stating
the conditions for such an
inspection were ideal as wind
driven rain was intense and
leakage was ex{ensive on the
windward side of the
building.

He nbserved the concrete
sanels were not cauvlked to
the aluminum frames and
thus the wind pressure
forced the water behind the
stops and into the building
He also noted existing
caulking was unacceptable
and had shrunk. leaving the
personnel in these offices in
the front of City Hall to deil
lterally with a shower of
rin water

Varl recommended the
removil and re-application
of all caulking and stops
along the concrete  panels
and removal of window stops
to he replaced by belter
caulking or glarnng

compounds
