The mystery of the holes in
the windows at St. Mary's
school was quickly and
efficiently solved with the
aid of a city resident.
Michael Zulin. of Bayshore
Drive .

A total of 15 windows. 13 on
the upper level and 1 on the
bottom level were
discovered early January 6
and* reported to the police
department. Detective Steve
Malkiewict surveyed the
scene, where the windows. 6
feet by 4 feet, were found to
hsve holes shot through
them on the Stevens
Avenue side of the school,
where the Little Theatre was
located.

Later during the same
day, Michael Zulin.
employed by Riverside
Supply, wss making a
delivery on First Street
when he heard a noise and
noticed the front left
windshied had been'shot at
Zulin, while calling the
police from the Gay 90'R
observed two boys on the
third floor of s building
taking aim and shooting at a
passing truck with a sting
shot.

Upon their arrival,
investigating officers Ptl
Jack MrCabe and Ptl
Orsiulski questioned a
young male at the residence,
and when it became
apparent there was no way
out for them, two of the boys
admitted toshootingat birds
from the windows. The third
youngster said he knew
nothing of what had been
taking place when he left his
friends upstairs. The sling
shot, the type used in small
game hunting, sturdy and
well-made, was handed over
to the police officers.
Detective Malfciewici 'tated
that this sling shot was
purchased in Pennsylvania
For about IS, but similar
types could be purchased
through magaiine ads

For ammunition the boys
had been using roller skate
ball bearings They denied
shooting the windows at St.
Mary's. where the
ammunition used wajL
marble* ^

The 14 snd 14-year otds are
charged with malicious
mischief damaging to
property and are in the
custody of their parents
There were no Injuries
reported in ai.y of the
shooting incidents.
