Although the city has not
vel been officiaily appraised
of the changes McCormack
Sana Co . Ine | is planning to
make at their operation in
South Ambay. Mavor Cross
and the Council are taking
sters to mnsure that the city
will not be caught unaware
when McCormack does

finally announce its plans.
