Counciiman Hobert Noble
commended an Augusta
Street  resident for his
persistance and diligence in
dealing with McCormack
Sand.

Paul Kosovich, urged by
the council in January, sent
a letter to the Dept. of Army
Corps  of Engineers
protesting McCormacks
planned conversion to a coal
dumping facility at the
Augusta Street sand
company's site.

Kosovich stated that, when
handled. the coal created a
ﬂ“l deal of dust. This

ndling means the use of
pneumsatic vibrators that
send the coal to a height of
150 leet by way of a
conveyor, where it lalls free
to the ground.  allowing

rticles to become air
and settle on homes

and surrounding areas
within 100 feet of the facility

In his opinion, the coal
piling and dumping in cluse
proximity to residents’
homes represents ‘‘extreme
hazards’ he can altest to.

A neatly wrapped package
of laundry aroused the
two city
policemen and led to the
arrest of George L. Collins,
23 of Edison.

Collins was observed on
January 23 by Ptl.

Robert
Point leaving a building on
North Broadway. opposite
the Krauzer's dairy storc
carrying a bottle of beer and
a Jarge green plastic
garbage bag.

The suspect was t
to the attention of the
patrriman because there is »
city ordinance against the
consumption of an alcoholic
beverage in public, but
seemed extremely nervous
when questioned aboul his
bundle, which Collins said
contained his laundry .

The marihuana was
measured al the lice
department on an Ohaus
scale. commonly used by
drug 1iralfickers in the
packaging and distributing
of various drugs.

The arresting officer was
Pit. Housman and Ptl. Poin(
served as a witness. Collins
was later interrogated by
Detective Noble and
released on $1000 bail. He is
awaiting a preliminary
hearing with the Grand
Jury

A subsequent search of the
Broadway resident Collins
was first seen exi'ing turned
up less than 25 grams ol
marihuana.
