In •
written report to the city,
Puglia reported that
application to the oytton It
relatively simple and the
terminal rental, dataoet,
service' contracts, and
supplies are available on a
per month basis.

State police officials
estimate a coat of
approximately U M be
budgeted each month, and
rental develop* equity
toward the purchase of the
unit. But the unit, the coot of
which is around tft̂ OQo tram
Olivetti, has definite
disadvantages being that the
terminal may become
obsolete, whiao servicing ioc.

Once totalled, the cable
tie-in belongs to South
Amboy and provides hook-
ups to the state police,
Washington DC. and other
teletypes.
