Council Pass Bond Resolutions

The City Council passed
several resolutions during
their regular meeting
Tuesday night authorizing
the City to obtain bond
anticipation notes in excess
of $2 million. City Business
Administrator  Nicholas
Smolney explains this is a
formality that allows the city
to borrow money from its
cwrrent operating budget at
a zero percent interest rate
to somplete capital projects.
He continues to not that the
slight increases in the gross
receipts does not meet the
inflationary raling costs
of running the City, and
therfore the City will not be
able to undertake all the
capital projects it would iike
to.

The City cancelled about

$800.000 worth of capital

projects due to the
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seriousness of the budgetary

roblems. including the
sayreville-South  Amboy
joint sewer meeting. The
cancellations were made
with the thoughts running
toward trying lo keep the
cily tax rate from
tremendously increasing.

An emergency temporary
appropriation was also
rl 10 allow for ex
or the riment of Public
Works, division of buildings
and grounds for $32,500.
State aid amounts to an
exira $2,300. The reason for
this emergency
appropriation is that no
adequate provision had been
made prior in the 198}

The continued drought
conditions in the state
t on by unusually dry
weather has aggravatcd
water shortage problems
throughout and necessitates
immediate action if the

_ residents of the state as well

as industries are to preserve
dwindling water supplies.
The Governor has
appointed an emergency
task force that is looking for
an immediate 25 percent
reduction in usage and will
endeavor to sustain the
reduced level uatil further
natice. More reductions may
be required, including the
shut-down of non-residential
uses. The 25 figure
was termed a ‘“‘valid and
attainable fi " according
to Byrne and his task force.
In the meantime, any
violator who would impede
or interfere with the
carrying out of water
conservation may be subject
to penaities that include
imprisonment for a term of
40 one year or a fine up to
$178, or both.

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NOTICE

South Amboy On

Water Restrictions

The City of South Amboy has been placed
on Governor Byrne's restricted list for water
usage. The following is an excerpt from the
Governor's Executive Order No. 104 and is
applicable to the citizens of South Amboy:

“NOW, THEREFORE, ! BRENDAN BYRANE,
Governor ol the State of New Jersey, by virtue ol
the authority vested in me by the Constitution and
the laws of the State of New Jersey, do hereby
declare and reaftirm a state emergency and order
and direct as follows:

| DECLARE, that a state of emergency
exists in the hereinalter designated municipelities
in the portions of the Delaware River Basin and its
tributaries thereto, the Passaic-Hackenssck River
and the Raritan River Basin as described in
Attachment A, by reason of the facts and
circumstances set forth above.

I HEREBY PROMIBIT the lollowing uvses of

f.:‘uhmlnlhmw )

a. The weatering of all plent growth exoept
commercially-grown crops.

b. The washing o! vehicles, except by
businesses engaged exclusively in car washing.

c. The washing of streets, driveways,
sidewalks or paved areas.

d. The serving o! water in restaurants, clubs
or eating pleces uniess specilically requestec’ by
the individual. A

. e. The use of water for llushing sewera Dy
municipalities or any public or private individual
entity except as deemed necessary end approved
in the interest of pulliic health or salety by the
municipal heaith ollicials.

. The use of lire hydrants by fire companies
for testing tire apparetus and for fire department
drills except as deemea necessary in the interest
ol public safety and specifically approved Dy t>e
municipal governing body.

g. The use of lire hydrants by municipel roed
departments, contractors and all others, except as
necessary lor lire lighting or protection purposes.

h. All outdoor recreational purposes.

Applications for hardship exemptions from
the above prohibitions or any further prohibitions
which may hereafter be added by the Drought
Coordinator appointed pursuant to this Order may

- be submitted to the Emergency Task Force. |
Exemptions may be considered where no
reasonable aliternstives exist and where -
oxtraordinary hardship would otherwise result.
However, no exemption .or class of exemption
shall be permitted which will in any way interfere
with the purposes of this Order. The applicent
shall have the burden of demionstrating that an
exemption should be granted. 18. Any person
who shall violste any of the provisions of this
Order or any rules, regulations or orders issued
pursuvant hereto, or who shall impede or interfere
with the impiementation of this Order, or any

*rules, reguiations or orders lssued pursuant
thereto, shall be subject 10 the penaities provided
by law under N.JS.A App. A:949, which may
inciuyde imprisonment 1or a term not ex ,
one year, or a fine not exceeding $178.00, or both.”
