City Tax Rate Hike

The municipal budget for
1981 was introduced at the
Counci! meeting Tuesday
night. It was with some
regret that Mayor J. Thomas
Cross announced that the tax
rate can no longer remain at
the zero rale achieved last
year. The municipal tax rate
{or the 1981 budget wiil be
seven cents {or each $100
assessed value of residents’
home and property. This
means there will be an
increase of $21 on a house
assexsed at $30,000.

the budget total was
announced at 34,081,458, with
$200,.40% being the reserve for
uncollected taxes. The
finalized budget will be
advertised in the Citizen on
March 12 and there wil} be a
public hearing set for March
31

There are no new capital
monies in the budge!. they
were. according 1o the
Business Administrator,
eliminated as a cost-aavin
measure. The First Ai
Squad and Fire Departments
as all other community
services will’ receive the
same monies lhey did last
K:"' and, in addition. will

ve 1o make do with less
equipment. 'We are not
looking to eliminate any
communitly urxm‘a;“;
the tight situation the
departmenis will have to
makedo.”’

administration and in 1980
there was a zerotaxratle.
Money for public
celebrations such as
Memorial Daj~stlayed the
same as last year as weil.
Approximately $751.977 of
the 1980 surpius of $938 482
will be u in this year's
budget. It will be a time to
economise and be innovative
with svailable funds to
maintainall departments.

Most of the city budget
problems are attributed to
the loss of tax appeals by the
city to Jersey Centra) Power
and Light Co. inthe amount of
$300,000, and Automoutive
Electronics for $62.000.

The city must pay back the
money owed to Jersey
Central, but the council was
advised by the business
administrdtor. Nicholas
Smolney, and Auditor James
Winters, that it may do so in
five instaliments of $60.000
each pius inerest. One
instaliment will be paid each
of five years, and the council
is expected to approve an
ordinance in the next few
weeks for the issuance of
refundin bonds  This
method o re-‘pnymenl will
allow the city to ‘shop
arcund' and get the best
avajlable rales on either
banda or nttes.

Gross receipts income for
the city will be jess this year
by some $200,000 and
Cou-wilman Thomas O'Brien
remarked that a ‘multitude
of bills' are waiting In
Trenton to again dig into the
gross receipts and to allocate
the monies differently. Perth
Amboy and Old Bridge have
been hit hard and have jost
even more money through
the new bills passed (o
reapportion the gross
receipts. Councilman
(}'Brien vowed to be in
Trenton to fight again if
necessary, but was quoted as
sayin%.."l hope (('s .not a
losing battle

Mayor Cross also noted the
loss of tax money. '‘People
are waiting till the last

. minute to pay their taxes; |

can understand it . . '’ but
wenl on toexplain that in 19680

_only 92% of the residents had

paid their Ltaxes as compred
to 95% in the previous vear.
That's 3% less money the city
has to appropriate in the.new

Auditor Jim Winters said
the eity had been living off its
surglus for 4-5 years, coupled
with the $762.000 less in this
vear's budget, and the
problem of inflation, he
advised the city to take the
course of action resulting in
the municipal tax increase.

The council also passelt!
several resolutions calling
for the use of approximately
$101.000 anticipated revenue
to be allocated in the 1981

budﬂl'l.
The money has already
been approved in the form of
rante to the city and
-includes $15.000 for Older
Americans, $20,000 from
Coastal Zone Management,
$5.200 from revenue shari
interest, $35% 649 for CET
and *2.137 from the I8
riment of Bnergy This
last amount will be used to do
a study of municipal holdings
lo point out ways (o better use
engrgy. therpby saving
money. :

Water Rates
ToRise

New water rates will go
into effect as of April 1, 1981,
in the City of South Amboy.

The old consumption rate
of 80 cents per 100 cubic feet
had remained constant for
several years and will now go
up to $1.52 per 100 cubic feet,
while the minimum charge of
$8willstay thesame.

The increase is expected to
be feit only by large water
users, and will not affect
residents such as seniors,
who will be - harged the same
minimum' amount as they

haveinthe past.

Consumption rates will be
increased each year on a
percentage basis to be.
determined ' that year.
Discounts for larger business
uses will nolonger begiven.
