Members of the city
council moved to wirhhold
payment of Si:i.700 to Jersey
Sanitation during their
regular meeting Tuesday
night

Council President Frank
Tarallo described the
cluttered condition of
Hroadway and pointed to the
wind blown debris that was
scattered over the. roadway
Mayor Cross promised city
workers would pick up the
trash and Husiness
Administrator Nicholas
Smolney agreed to deduct
the cost of'picking up the
litter from the Jersey
Sanitation voucher

A shortage of rabies
vaccine in the State Health
Department generated
much concern at the council
meeting.

In a memorandum
February 27. mi l to the city
from the Director of the
Middlesex County Health
Department. Laszlo Szabo
advised the city against
scheduling any rabies clinics
until further notice He
wrote the faccine would not
be available to the county
(rom the state for quite some
time.
